Following what can only be described as a challenging time over the last two and a half years, it was amazing to see so many smiles from our Year 11 students this morning. They are an amazing year group and should be very proud of their achievements.

GCSE results days should always be a time for celebration and today has certainly been that. This year group have been affected by Covid during each of their three years with us at Shelley. Despite approximatley seven school months in lockdown, periods of self-isolation, and becoming accustomed to remote learning, students have responded brilliantly and thoroughly deserve their amazing results. We say to our students that there will be tears on GCSE results day, but let’s make sure they are tears of joy. That has certainly been the case this morning.

We are exremely pleased with the increase in grades across all subjects compared with 2019. The percentage of students achieveing grade 4 or above increased to 82% (compared with 73% nationally), with 32% achieving grade 7 or above (compared with 27% nationally). Our increase in the higher grades is 7%, compared with a national increase of 5%.

With progress being the main measure of success, I am extremely proud to report that over 15% of our students achieved on average 2 grades above their target grades across all their GCSE subjects. That represents over 10% of the year group, which is a truly amazing achievement. Huge congratulations to Dominic Chaw, Olivia Dawson, Ciara Thomas, Abigail Curtis, Angus Gration and Rhys Graham. AMAZING!!
