	Topic overview









Pupils will learn…

	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how line can be utilised to support artistic success. 

The work covered at this stage will be of a GCSE standard – more advanced line work that provides ‘new ways of seeing and thinking’ in contrast to ‘standard’ Formal Element teaching in KS3.    

1. How line can be created in a wide variety of formats, bold, strong, continuous, fluid, expressive etc.
2. How to use different lines types in order to achieve different outcomes according to their skills, intentions and artistic preferences.
 
	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how shape can be utilised to support artistic success.

The work covered at this stage will be of a GCSE standard – more advanced shape work that provides ‘new ways of seeing and thinking’ in contrast to ‘standard’ Formal Element teaching in KS3.    

1. How shape can be used to create art work in wide variety of ways with different intended outcomes.
2. How to use shape in order to achieve different outcomes according to their skills, intentions and artistic preferences.

	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how tone can be utilised to support artistic success.

The work covered at this stage will be of a GCSE standard – more advanced tonal work that provides ‘new ways of seeing and thinking’ in contrast to ‘standard’ Formal Element teaching in KS3.    

1. How tone can be used in order to replicate 3D form using 2D materials and media.
2. How tone can be recorded in a wide variety of formats that utilise different rendering techniques.

	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how colour can be utilised to support artistic success.

The work covered at this stage will be of a GCSE standard – more advanced colour work that provides ‘new ways of seeing and thinking’ in contrast to ‘standard’ Formal Element teaching in KS3.    

1. About colour theory; colour groupings and the impact that colour placement can have.
2. How colour can used as both a decorative tool but also a symbolic communicator.  


	Components



	Using the subject matter of ‘eyes’, students will:
· Both theoretically and practically, explore the suggested symbolic meaning within line in order to inform their understanding of advanced KS3 visual communication.   
· Explore a range of line-based methods to apply and use line in different ways in order to inform their understanding of visual communication.    
· Select and combine line-based methods to effectively in order to communicate and express a variety of moods and art styles.
· Build upon prior knowledge and mastery of line-based art in order to become independent subject specialists.    
	Using the subject matter of ‘eyes’, students will:
· Both theoretically and practically, explore the suggested symbolic meaning within shape in order to inform their understanding of advanced KS3 visual communication.       
· Explore a range of shape-based methods to apply and use 2D shape in different ways in order to inform their understanding of visual communication.   
· Use a shape to accurately record the detail and structure of the eye in order to improve their understanding of proportion. 
· Use the shapes within the eye to create an abstract piece of work inspired by the work of an artist in order to broaden their awareness of abstract art. 
· Use gouache paint in order to learn how the varying use of water impacts on the finish of the paint in order to improve their skills and technique.
· Use gouache paint in order to learn/practice effective brush work with increasing confidence in order to become independent subject specialists.    

	Using the subject matter of ‘eyes’, students will:
· Both theoretically and practically explore how to tone is used to replicate 3D form in order to inform their understanding of advanced KS3 visual communication.       
· Use tone to accurately record the details and structure of the eye in order to improve their skills, technique and mastery. 
· Learn how to use all values on the tonal scale in order to create a realistic replication of a 3D structure. 
· Apply gradated tone smoothly to create a soft shift in values in order to master tonal gradation when creating realistic tonal effects. 
· Explore how tone can be applied in both a traditional and refined manner, as well as a loose and expressive way in order to inform their understanding of visual communication.       


	Using the subject matter of ‘eyes’, students will:
· Theoretically explore how colour works, its numerous groupings and the impact of those groupings on the viewer in order to inform their understanding of advanced KS3 visual communication.         
· Both theoretically and practically explore colour symbolism aside non-natural colour use in order to inform their understanding of visual communication.       
· Use colour symbolism to create a piece of artwork with personal meaning to them in order to develop their ability to create personal art work with meaning to them.    
· Use a tonal colour and layering to accurately record the details and structure of the eye in order to improve their skills and technique.



	What pupils should already know

· How to use line for outlining, for example, in graphic artworks such as Pop Art.   
· How to apply line using a range of materials.

· How to use shape to ‘map out/block in’. 
· How to use shape to build structure; in both 2D and 3D works.

	Specifically linked to this topic, they should know:  
· How to use tone to simplistically suggest 3D form. 
· How to use a pencil to create tonal detail.
· How to look at 3D objects and select areas of dark and light.  
· How to use the work of artist to inspire their own work.
· The basics of how to evaluate and analyse the work of artists.
· How to draw with line and shape in its numerous and varied formats. 
	Specifically linked to this topic, they should know:  
· About the colour wheel and the simpler colour groups.  
· That colour has symbolic impact.
· How to use different art media, such as coloured pencil, paint, felt pen, to create art work.
· How to use the work of artist to inspire their own work.
· The basics of how to evaluate and analyse the work of artists.
· How to draw with line, shape and tone in its numerous and varied formats.

4. In order to create tonal depth, the full tonal scale needs to be utilised. 
5. How to create tonal depth by replacing all outlines with areas of tone.    
6. An understanding that tone forms part of the Formal Elements which underpins all artistic exploration.

3. To select a method of colour application that is most appropriate to the style of art, or mood to be created within a student’s own art work.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	This topic provides students with the understanding that line is integral to all artwork; both as tool to record but also as a creative technique in its own right. The opportunity to revisit the significance of line further enables students of all abilities to acquire artistic mastery. 

To help students engage with the cultural codes within the visual world around them both during and beyond education – this is particularly important for students who have had less exposure to high art and ‘creative culture’.

	This topic directly builds upon the previous topic by exploring 2D shape and 3D forms; the recording of 2D shape requires the students to revisit and further use line. The opportunity to revisit the significance of shape further enables students of all abilities to acquire artistic mastery. 

To help students engage with the cultural codes within the visual world around them both during and beyond education – this is particularly important for students who have had less exposure to high art and ‘creative culture’.


	This topic directly builds upon the previous topics by exploring the tonal replication of 3D form; the recording of 3D form requires the students to revisit and further use line and shape. The opportunity to revisit the significance of tone further enables students of all abilities to acquire artistic mastery.
