	Topic overview










Pupils will learn…

	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how pattern, sitting within that structure can be utilised to support artistic success.

The work covered at this stage will be of a GCSE standard – more advanced pattern work that provides ‘new ways of seeing and thinking’ in contrast to ‘standard’ Formal Element teaching in KS3.    

1. About the different formats that pattern can take.
2. How pattern can be used to create art work and how artwork can be used to create pattern. 

	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how texture, sitting within that structure can be utilised to support artistic success.

The work covered at this stage will be of a GCSE standard – more advanced texture work that provides ‘new ways of seeing and thinking’ in contrast to ‘standard’ Formal Element teaching in KS3.    

1. How texture can be created in a wide variety of formats; 2D, 3D and 2D relief.
2. How to use different mark-making in order to achieve different outcomes according to skills, intentions and artistic preferences.
 
	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how composition, sitting within that structure can be utilised to support artistic success.

The work covered at this stage will be of a GCSE standard – more advanced composition work that provides ‘new ways of seeing and thinking’ in contrast to ‘standard’ Formal Element teaching in KS3.    

1. How different compositional tools can with varied effects to create dynamic art works. 
2. How to utilise the correct compositional format to engage a viewer in a pre-determined manner.     

	How the Formal Elements form the basis of all successful artworks and how selecting the ones that they are most confident with to take into a final outcome will support artistic success.

The work created at this stage will be of a GCSE standard and focus on quality and refinement of skill.  

1. How to create a final outcome that showcases their gained knowledge and skills – showing their mastery of a technique(s) of their choosing.


	Components



	Using the subject matter of ‘eyes’, students will:
· Explore the varied forms that pattern can take (natural, regular, symmetrical, geometric etc) line in order to inform their understanding of advanced KS3 visual communication.   
· Practically explore how to create pattern from existing work in order to inform their understanding of idea development processes. 
· Explore how to create a kaleidoscopic pattern using existing work in order to inform their knowledge of how complex pattern production can be accessible to all abilities. 
· Explore how to use window mounts to support appropriate image selection.
· Use gouache paint to create block, flat colour in order to improve their skills and technique.
· Use gouache paint in order to practice effective brush work with increasing confidence in order to develop students as independent subject specialists.    
· Expand students awareness of pattern-based art in order to broaden their awareness of abstract art.     
· Utilise technology (photocopier) in order to speed up the creative process to create pattern. 
	Using the subject matter of ‘eyes’, students will:  
· Both theoretically and practically, explore a range of texture-based methods to apply and use mark-making in different ways in order to inform their understanding of advanced KS3 visual communication.    
· Explore both 2D and 3D mark-making techniques in order to inform their understanding of visual communication.   
· Use a range of mark-making methods to create a realistic representation of an eye in order to broaden student confidence at rendering.
· Use a range of mark-marking methods with increasing confidence and independence so that students are able to draw eyes effectively. 
· Build upon prior knowledge and mastery of texture-based art in order to develop students as independent subject specialists.   
· Explore the physical manipulation of art media in order to capture sophisticated 3D detail.  
	Using the subject matter of ‘eyes’, students will:
· Both theoretically and practically explore a range of compositional formats in order to inform their final outcome planning in order to understand the process of advanced KS3 ‘review and refine’ idea development.    
· Practically explore how to create a range of designs for a final outcome that draw from existing work in order to develop students’ skills in selecting the most appropriate outcome for their individual project journey. 
· Experiment with idea development and the process of refining their work in order to develop students as independent subject specialists. 
· Expand student awareness of how the Formal Elements are used within another artists work so that they can make the visual links between others work and their own - needed for appropriate outcome production.

	Using the subject matter of “All About Me” students will:
· Work independently on a final outcome ‘about them’ in order to resolve their own creative exploration through the Formal Elements in order to develop students as independent subject specialists.  
· Demonstrate the mastery of selected techniques covered throughout the year by selecting appropriate media to them in order to showcase their skills and achieve success.  
· Create a final outcome that allows them to creatively express themselves and resolve their project journey effectively in order to showcase their skills and achieve success.  
· Utilise line, shape, tone, colour, texture and pattern within a compositionally dynamic outcome in order to showcase their skills and understanding of the Formal Elements and achieve success by creating an appropriate project journey outcome.

	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Specifically linked to this topic, they should know:  
· How to use shape to ‘map out/block in’. 
· How to use gouache paint to create flat colour.
· How to use a paintbrush in order to create straight lines. 
· How to use the work of artists to inspire their own work.
· How to evaluate and analyse the work of artists and respond to the work as an influence.

· How to use different art media in order to create simple 2D and 3D texture. 
· The basics of how to use different mark-making in order to suggest different textures when working with pencils.   
· That texture can take both a 2D ‘suggested’ format and a physical 3D format. 
· How to use the work of artists to inspire their own work.
· How to evaluate and analyse the work of artists and link to their own practical work.
	Specifically linked to this topic, they should know:  
· How to use line and shape to ‘map out/block in’ rough sketches. 
· How to create balance with symmetrical imagery. 
· How to use the work of artists to inspire their own work.
· How to evaluate and analyse the work of artists, discussing how the work will influence their own.

	Specifically linked to this topic, they should know:  
· About the Formal Elements and how to apply them effectively in order to produce an intended outcome.  
· How to use different art media to skilfully create art work.
· How to use the work of artist to inspire their own work.
· How to effectively evaluate and analyse the work of artists in order to inform their own outcomes.
· How to draw with line, shape and tone in its numerous and varied formats.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	This topic directly builds upon the previous topics by exploring pattern; this requires the students to revisit and further use line, shape, tone and colour. The opportunity to revisit the significance of pattern further enables students of all abilities to acquire artistic mastery.

To help students engage with the cultural codes within the visual world around them both during and beyond education – this is particularly important for students who have had less exposure to high art and ‘creative culture’.

	This topic directly builds upon the previous topics by exploring composition; this requires the students to revisit and further use line, shape, tone, colour, pattern and texture. The opportunity to explore the significance of composition enables students of all abilities to acquire artistic mastery. 

To help students engage with the cultural codes within the visual world around them both during and beyond education – this is particularly important for students who have had less exposure to high art and ‘creative culture’.

	This topic resolves the prior learning within year 9. It pulls together all study into the Formal Elements and provides the students with opportunity to demonstrate their understanding and skills. 

For students moving into GCSE it provides them with the knowledge of project development and the skills needed for depth of media exploration needed for next step success.     

For students not taking the subject beyond year 9, it provides them the 
opportunity to showcase their developed knowledge and skills within the subject and to engage with the visual world around them -– this is particularly important for students who have had less exposure to high art and ‘creative culture’.
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
