	Topic overview



Pupils will learn…

	To explore how to use tone to replicate 3D form effectively; demonstrating practical skills within this area:

1. How to transfer what they see into recorded imagery.
2. How different mark-making can communicate differently.    

	To explore how artists, use the Formal Elements to communicate visually through their work:


1. How other artists use line, shape, colour, tone, pattern and texture within their work and how to interpret that. 
2. How they can use the work of other artists to inspire their own work – how they will communicate their own ideas.
 
	To experiment with a variety of designs, media and colour schemes in order to develop appropriate ideas for a final outcome:

1. How experimentation reviews design success, reviews work and refines it in order to create appropriate outcomes. 
2. How they can use the formal elements to visually communicate their own ideas within their artwork.

	To work independently on an appropriate final outcome that both resolves their project journey and showcases their skills:

1. How to culminate a project with success. 
2. How the journey they have been on is as significant as the final outcome. 


	Components



	Students will:
· Learn how to map out proportional detail in order to get the building blocks of the drawing correct before adding heavy tonal detail.  
· Learn what a tonal scale is and what it is used for in order to replicate 3D tonal detail and capture realism.
· Learn what rendering is and what it is used for in order to capture texture, detail and mood. 
· Explore how different media effects the outcome of the work in order to support them develop their own style and independent approach to their work. 

	Students will: 
· Analyse the work of selected artists (chosen by the students) in order to gain a deeper understanding of visual communication.   
· Create their own art work (own response) inspired by the work of artists in order to gain insight into the creative process.   
· Create their own art work (own response) inspired by the work of artists in order to develop ideas that will progress towards a final outcome.   
· Explore how to create an original piece of work as opposed to a pastiche.  
· Experiment with a variety of media in order to discover and develop their own creative preferences.   

	Students will: 
· Review their project journey so far in order to ensure that they plan for an outcome to match the journey.
· Experiment with different compositions, designs, colour schemes and materials in order to ensure that they create the ’best’ outcome for their project. 
· Continuously review and refine their final outcome designs to ensure that they understand/demonstrate what success looks like and why.  
· Explore how to create an original piece of work as opposed to a pastiche.  
· Consider the meaning/message within their work and how they will communicate this visually.    

	Students will: 
· Create a final outcome in order to resolve their project journey.
· Create a final outcome in order to showcase their skills.
· Create a final outcome in order to experience working for prolonged periods of time which will better support success in Component 2. 
· Consider the meaning/message within their work and how they will communicate this visually.    


	What pupils should already know

Why this topic is important…

	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous exploration into tonal observational drawing – it is important for the students to further master drawing skills needed for success. 
· This topic allows students to explore prolonged observational drawing – skills of ‘review and refine’.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The ability to understand how to utilise tonal qualities extends into a vast array of art production, therefore success in this area is the key to success in other areas.  
	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous exploration into responding artwork that is influenced by others. It is important for the students to further master their understanding of influence as opposed to a pastiche or copy. 
· This topic allows students to create artworks over a prolonged period – skills of ‘review and refine’.
· The ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.  
	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous exploration into responding artwork that is influenced by others by requiring them to develop their own ideas. It is important for the students to explore the process of ‘review and refine’ in order for them to drive their own improvements. 
· This topic allows students to create artworks over a prolonged period – skills of ‘review and refine’.
· The ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.
