	Topic overview



Pupils will learn…

	To explore how to use a variety of lighting effectively; demonstrating skills and understanding within this area:

1. How to plan Photoshoots appropriately according to intentions.
2. How to use do basic photo editing tools.

	To develop one of the 3 mini project themes to explore independent ideas:

	To explore how artists, use the Formal Elements to communicate visually through their work:

1. How to culminate a project successfully with an appropriate outcome that showcases skills. 
2. How to develop their own visual language. 
 

	Components



	Students will:
· Learn how to use studio lighting to take portrait photos order to best utilise a wider variety of ‘effects’ with purposes in future work.  
· Learn how to use a lighting tent/box to take still life photos order to best utilise a wider variety of ‘effects’ with purposes in future work.  
· Learn how to use natural lighting to take portrait photos order to best utilise a wider variety of ‘effects’ with purposes in future work.  
· Learn how to use atmospheric lighting to take photographs in order to best utilise a wider variety of ‘effects’ with purposes in future work.
· Learn how to crop, adjust brightness and contrast, colour and saturation and quick selection tools to create colour pop’s with in order to have a solid understanding of basic editing tools. 
· Select their ‘best’ images from the ones taken and edit them in order to develop and refine the images.
· Select their ‘best’ images from the ones taken and edit them in order to showcase their skill and understanding.

	Students will: 
· Research the work of artists/photographers from which they will take inspiration for their own creative development (the theme of ‘Distorted Faces) in order to develop their understanding of how to utilise contextual sources appropriately. 
· Learn how to use more developed PhotoPea layering and blending mode editing tools (to edit their own image in response to artist influences) to increase their knowledge in editing. 
· Explore how to edit portraiture in response to the creative theme of distortion in order to develop their own creative visual language.    
· Consider the deeper meaning behind facial distortion in order to deepen their understanding of how art can be used as a tool to communicate.   

  
	Students will: 
· Research the work of artists/photographers from which they will take inspiration for their own creative development (the theme of ‘Geometry and Pattern’ in order to ability in utilising contextual sources appropriately. 
· Further develop their understanding of PhotoPea editing tools so that they enhance their knowledge and skills in editing. 
· Explore how to edit Architectural images in response to the creative theme of Pattern and Geometry in order to develop their own creative visual language.  
· Consider the wider visual opportunities within Architecture in order to deepen their understanding of how art can be used as a tool to communicate different moods and messages.   



	Students will: 
· Expand upon one of the mini project themes in order to develop a stronger project journey. 
· Analyse the work of selected photographers and artists (chosen by the students) in order to gain a deeper understanding of visual communication.   
· Utilise PhotoPea to create their own art work (own response) inspired by the work of artists in order to develop ideas that will progress towards a final outcome.  
· Select to work with editing techniques of their preference to better develop their own creative language.   
· Explore how to create an original piece of work as opposed to a pastiche.  
· Experiment with a variety of media in order to discover and develop their own creative preferences.   
· Review their work as it progresses in order to push towards generating the most successful outcomes.
· Analyse their work in order to communicate their insights. 
   

	Students will: 
· Create a final outcome/s that appropriately culminates their creative journey in order to gain a deeper insight into thinking like a ‘photographer’.  
· Create a final outcome/s that best showcases their skills and knowledge in order to best meet the assessment objectives.
· Create a final outcome/s that expresses their own visual language in order to better prepare them for project 2. 
· Analyse their own work; reveiwing and refining as they progress in order to ensure they create the most appropriate project outcome.
· Create their final outcome independently in order to best prepare them for Project 2 and Component 2.   

	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)



	1. The knowledge that ‘lighting is king’ in photography – a poor subject matter can be enhanced with effective lighting and vice versa, a great image can be ruined with poor lighting.

Why this topic is important…

	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous knowledge of instant photography (point and click) and introduces them to the advanced concept of planned lighting.    
· This topic allows students to explore different lighting techniques to further expand their repertoire for future independently led projects. 
· This topic allows students to experiment first hand with lighting techniques that will enhance the quality of their work.  
· This topic allows students to further deepen their understanding of what good lighting looks like through the use of the brightness and contrast editing mode. 
· This topic allows students to further deepen their understanding of what good composition looks like through the use of the cropping tool.
· This topic allows students to explore how changing the colours in a photo can change its mood and communicate differently as a result.   

	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous exploration into a successful photo shoot and allows them to further enhance their existing work.   
· This topic enables students to develop their fluency when using Photo editing tools which will allow them in achieving mastery of the editing process.
· This topic introduces students to a broader range of contextual sources from which they can develop their own creative style.
· This topic introduces students to the process of review and refine which is a key area in the assessment objectives of the course, accounting for 25% of their grade. 
· This topic allows students to practice their skill development with c=growing independence which is vital for success in the mock exam and Externally Set Task.

	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous exploration into responding artwork that is influenced by others by requiring them to develop their own ideas. It is important for the students to explore the process of ‘review and refine’ in order for them to drive their own improvements. 
· This topic provides the students with additional time to develop their skills and knowledge with independence.     
· This topic allows students to create artworks over a prolonged period – skills of ‘review and refine’.
· The ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.
