Why this topic is important…

	· This topic is an investigation into the development of Modern Art – the Impressionists were the first historical point at which artists moved away from creating artworks that only aimed to replicate reality and moved towards using art as the vehicle for communicating the thoughts, ideas and feelings of the artist. 
· Understanding the development of art through time provides students with a depth of knowledge akin to the next level of art education and provides insights into visual and cultural codes in society.     
· The students develop their ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.

	· This topic is an investigation into the development of Modern Art – the Fauves and German Expressionists were the first historical point at which artists moved away from creating artworks that used colour and form naturally and moved towards using non-natural colour and mark-making as the vehicle for communicating the thoughts, ideas and feelings of the artist. 
· Understanding the development of art through time provides students with a depth of knowledge akin to the next level of art education and provides insights into visual and cultural codes in society.     
· The students develop their ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.
	· This topic is an investigation into the development of Modern Art – the Cubists and the Futurists were the first historical point at which artists moved away from creating artworks that representing 3D form in its ‘realistic structure’ and moved towards using the concept of 3D form as the vehicle for communicating the thoughts, ideas and feelings of the artist. 
· Understanding the development of art through time provides students with a depth of knowledge akin to the next level of art education and provides insights into visual and cultural codes in society.     
· The students develop their ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.
	· This topic is an investigation into the development of Modern Art – the Surrealists and the Dada artists were the first historical point at which artists moved away from creating artworks that were to be taken ‘seriously’ and moved towards using the concept of the nonsensical subconscious for communicating the thoughts, ideas and feelings of the artist. 
· Understanding the development of art through time provides students with a depth of knowledge akin to the next level of art education and provides insights into visual and cultural codes in society.     
· The students develop their ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.
	· This topic is an investigation into the development of Modern Art – the Abstract Expressionists were the first historical point at which artists moved away from creating artworks that were representing or drawing from reality moved towards using entirely abstract mark-making for communicating the thoughts, ideas and feelings of the artist. 
· Likewise, the Pop artists were the first to draw from ‘low brow’ Popular Culture as opposed to more ‘highbrow’ academic themes.  
· Understanding the development of art through time provides students with a depth of knowledge akin to the next level of art education and provides insights into visual and cultural codes in society.     
· The students develop their ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.
	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous exploration into responding artwork to develop their own ideas. It is important for the students to independently ‘review and refine’ their design ideas and experimentation in order for them to create original artworks. 
· This topic allows students to create artworks over a prolonged period – to develop their sense of self as an artist. 
· This topic allows students to create artworks over a prolonged period – this will prepare them for the production of the final piece by focusing on quality.  
· The ability to understand how to utilise the Formal Elements effectively; success in this area is the key to success in other assessment areas.
	· This topic builds upon the student’s previous exploration into creating artwork that is influenced by others by requiring them to develop their own ideas. It is important for the students to explore the process of ‘review and refine’ in order for them to drive their own improvements. 
· This topic allows students to showcase their developed skills following theoretical and practical study.
· This topic allows students to move onto their Component 1 project (Personal Portfolio) with creative confidence and a stronger sense of the role of the artist in history.    
· This topic allows students take pride in their developed ability to engage with and understand that codes that exist within the visual art and the visual world around them.     
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
