	How to read, analyse and critically explore the character development, themes and Edwardian context of ‘An Inspector Calls’.

	Components
	Reading a range of Sherlock Holmes stories, including The Speckled Band and The Man with the Twisted Lip, to see how the stories are created.

Exploration of Victorian society and how this is portrayed within the short stories, in order to understand the influences on the writer’s choices.

Use relevant, concise quotations and textual reference when writing about the stories to support and develop an interpretation in an extended analysis.

Explore the writer’s craft in order to identify and comment on language, tone and structural techniques used by Conan Doyle.

Explore the events and ideas in the stories in order to understand, describe, and interpret information, events or ideas from the short stories and use quotations when writing about the stories.

To explore how Conan Doyle creates character and how characters develop or change across the stories in order to show consideration of how structure is used to influence the reader.

To identify the writer’s choice of vocabulary, grammatical and structural features in order to evaluate how a writer creates meaning and effects.

To use a critical style in order to structure and develop an effective argument.

Explore and analyse connections between the short stories. 


	
	
	
	To explore the Edwardian, 1910s British context and how this affects the events and characters in the play. This includes: working life and rights, Priestley’s life and times, capitalism versus socialism, family, gender, class and hierarchy. 

Read the play, explore events and ideas in the play in order to understand describe, and interpret information to support and develop an interpretation in an extended analysis. 

Explore how Priestley creates character and how characters develop or change throughout the play in order to show consideration of how structure is used to convey meaning and influence the reader.

Use relevant, concise quotations and/or textual references when writing about the play in order to develop a convincing and informed personal response. 

Explore the writer’s craft in order to identify and comment on language, tone and structural techniques used by Priestley. 

Analyse how settings are used to understand how they add meaning to the play.

Understand the key themes of the play in order to explore how they are developed and shown throughout the play in order to develop a considered interpretation.

To use a critical style in order to structure and develop an effective argument.
