	Topic overview

Students will learn…

	To develop their understanding of dynamics, rhythm, structure, melody, texture, tonality, tempo and harmony.

	To develop their understanding of Baroque music and functional harmony.
	To develop their understanding of film music techniques and the symphony orchestra.
	To develop their understanding of musical fusions and jazz harmony.
	To develop their understanding of rock music, studio techniques and writing for voice and guitar.

	Components



	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR.SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students learn to identify features of texture, melody, harmony, structure and instrumentation. Focusing on these elements allows students to learn more sophisticated vocabulary so that they can describe music with more detail.
Students develop their composition skills in harmony, melody and structure. Composing using this musical vocabulary demonstrates students understanding and allows them to create music with more sophistication. 
Students learn to identify basic features of Baroque, Classical and Romantic music so that they are able to place music in context and understand how it has changed from 1600 – 1900.

	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR.SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students develop their understanding of the Baroque ensemble and a concerto grosso. This teaches them how instruments developed and evolved over time.
Students learn stylistic features of the Baroque era so that they are able to place music in context and understand how it has changed from 1600 – 1900.
Students begin to understand functional harmony and how it is used in practice, so they can appreciate how music is composed and allows them to apply this to their own work.
Students learn basic structures such as ternary form which teaches them how musical contrast is achieved in a piece of music. 
Students develop their score reading skills so they can understand the signs and symbols used in standard notation and apply this to other pieces of music.
Students develop their evaluative skills so they can compare musical features of two extracts of music.

	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR.SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students develop their understanding of instrumental forces such as use of the symphony orchestra so they can understand how music changed from the Baroque to Romantic era.
Students develop understanding of Leitmotifs and how they are used in Star Wars. This teaches them how composers portray a particular character. 
Students learn how composers use musical elements to portray mood and represent on screen action. This allows them to use these techniques in their own songs and recognise these techniques in unfamiliar music.
Students develop their score reading skills so they can understand the signs and symbols used in standard notation and apply this to other pieces of music.
Students develop their evaluative skills so they can compare musical features of two extracts of music.

	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR.SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students develop their understanding of a fusion and a bossa nova so they can describe music from other cultures.
Students develop their understanding of text setting to appreciate how composers/artists place emphasis on particular words. This is a technique students can then apply to their own compositions. 
Students build upon their understanding of harmony by learning more complex jazz harmony. This teaches students how harmony developed and how different chords can be used to make a piece/song more interesting.
Students develop their score reading skills so they can understand the signs and symbols used in standard notation and apply this to other pieces of music.
Students develop their evaluative skills so they can compare musical features of two extracts of music.


	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR.SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students develop their understanding of stylistic features of Rock and Glam Rock so they are able to recognise unfamiliar songs also in this style.
Students develop their understanding vocal writing and text setting to appreciate how composers/artists place emphasis on particular words. This is a technique students can then apply to their own compositions.
Students develop their understanding of guitar techniques so they can appreciate how different sounds are created on a guitar, which they can then apply to their own pieces/songs.
Students develop their understanding of studio effects so they understand the process of recording a song in the industry.
Students develop their score reading skills so they can understand the signs and symbols used in standard notation and apply this to other pieces of music.
Students develop their evaluative skills so they can compare musical features of two extracts of music.


	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Throughout KS3, students cover musical elements such as texture and have some knowledge of monophonic, homophonic and polyphonic textures. Students have also completed listening tasks requiring them to identify instrumentation, tempo, dynamics, metre. Some students will have instrumental lessons and will have knowledge of music theory and will be able to read standard notation.

They will have developed basic keyboard and composition skills which will help them to access the practical components of this unit. 

Students will have a good knowledge of how to record musical ideas on GarageBand (this is what we had before Mixcraft).



	Students will have a basic understanding of texture, melody, structure from the elements scheme. All students will be familiar with basic standard notation. 

	Students will have an adequate understanding of musical elements texture, melody and structure and will have covered ternary form in the Bach unit. 
Students will have an understanding of harmonic features such as perfect cadences and primary and secondary chords. 
All students will be familiar with basic standard notation. 
Students will have knowledge of leitmotifs from year 9 Film Music and will have some knowledge of how to use musical elements such as tempo and dynamics to portray mood.
	Students will have a good understanding of functional harmony but won’t have covered more complex harmony in detail.
They have studied world music at middle school so may have a basic understanding of a fusion. They will have a good understanding of rhythmic features.

	Students will have a basic understanding of vocal writing through studying Samba em Preludio. 
They will have a solid understanding of functional harmony and some understanding of more complex chords such as 7th chords and extended chords from learning Samba em Preludio. Students will also have a good understanding of pop song structure and should be confident with instrument recognition in this genre from lower school.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	It is important to begin by performing and analysing a range of music with a focus on developing students’ musical vocabulary.
This introduces students to a range of musical styles, engaging them in analysis and performance. Students can then apply new vocabulary to their set works.
	It is important for students to study this set work as it was written in the Baroque era, uses a simple structure and functional harmony. It is also one of the first set works, chronologically. Students therefore learn a piece which is functional, with Baroque instruments, to help them understanding what music of the 1600s was like. This provides them with the historical awareness for analysing later set works.
	This is important as it introduces students to the symphony orchestra. They are able to compare this to their set work by Bach to understand how music developed over time.
Students study this piece to learn how harmony and tonality can be used to reflect the mood of a piece.
	This is important as students begin to develop an understanding of text setting. They apply their existing knowledge of functional harmony to learn chords used in jazz.


	This is important as it teaches students about multi-track recording and how songs are recorded in the industry. Students learn about guitar techniques and studio effects, whilst continuing to develop their understanding of more complex harmony.
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
