	Pupils will learn…
	Students will learn about the impact of the Great War on Germany and on the USA during the interwar years. They will look at the extent to which America was a divided society. 
	Students will learn about the key features of dictatorships in Russia, Italy and Germany.
	Students will learn about the key events of the Second World War
	Students will learn about the causes of the Holocaust, the short-term impact of the Holocaust and its long-term significance.
	Students will learn about the events which have shaped modern Britain. 

	Components



	Students will know the key features of the Treaty of Versailles so that they can understand the impact the treaty had on Germany in the interwar years. 

Students will know the formation, aims and powers of the League of Nations so they can understand the weakness of the league and its role in the rise of the dictators.

Students will know the impact of the Great War on the USA so they can understand the reasons why the USA entered a period of isolationism.

Students will know that an economic boom took place in the 1920s so they can understand the reasons why an economic boom took place in the USA and why this period in American history is known as the ‘Roaring 20s’. This will also help them understand why the Wall Street Crash took place in 1929. 

Students will learn about the lives of women in the 1920s. They will learn about the development of the term ‘flapper’ and the extent to which all women enjoyed life in the 1920s. 
Students will know the reasons why Prohibition was introduced into the USA. They will also know the reasons why prohibition failed including the role of Al Capone and other gangsters.

Students will learn about the lives of black Americans in the 1920s. They look at the rise and decline of the Ku Klux Klan and the extent to which black American enjoyed life in the 1920s. 
 
Students will know the reasons why the Great Depression took place and the impact it had on the lives of American citizens.
	Students will know the key features of a dictatorship so they can understand what life was like living under a dictatorship and the methods that dictators used to maintain control. 

Students will know the key features of communism and fascism so they can understand why each ideology had / has supporters and opponents. 

Students will know the key features of the Russian Revolution so they can understand the reasons why the Russian Revolution took place.

Students will know the impact of the Russian Revolution so they can understand the causes and consequences of the Red Scare in the USA and the consequences of the Russian Revolution for the people of the Soviet Union.

Students will know the reasons why Mussolini and Hitler were able to establish Fascist dictatorships in Italy and Germany so they can understand how socio-economic circumstances link to extreme political ideologies

Students will know the key features of life in a Fascist dictatorship so they can understand the different reasons why Hitler faced little opposition
	Students will know the reasons why Britain and France followed a policy of appeasement in the interwar years so they form a judgement on who was to blame for the outbreak of WWII.

Students will know about the evacuation of Dunkirk so they can form a judgement on the extent to which it was a failure or success and the consequences it had for the war.

Students will know about the Battle of Britain so they can understand the reasons why Germany was unable to invade Britain. They will also understand how this linked to the Blitz and the impact this had on the British people.

Students will know the reasons and consequences for the bombing of Pearl Harbor so they can understand why America ended its policy of isolationism and the impact this had on the war. 

Students will know the consequences of the Battle of Stalingrad so they can understand the significance of the role of the USSR in the defeat of Germany and can form links with the outbreak of the Cold War.

Students will know the causes and consequences of D Day so they can understand the significance of the opening up of a Second Front in 1944 and can form links with the outbreak of the Cold War.

Students will know the causes and consequences of the bombing of Hiroshima and Nagasaki so they can understand the impact of atomic warfare and can form a judgment on the justification of its use on the ending of the Second World War.

	Students will know the reasons why the Holocaust took place so they can understand that anti-Semitism wasn’t isolated to Nazi Germany. 

Students will know the chronology of Nazi anti-Jewish policy from persecution to mass murder so that students understand how the Nazis used different ‘solutions’ to the ‘Jewish problem’ and that the persecution of the Jews intensified over time. 

Students will know that there was a range of responses to the persecution of the Jews so they understand how governments and individuals helped in both the persecution and safeguarding of Jews.

Students will know the events surrounding the liberation of the death camps so they can understand the impact of the liberation on the members of the armed forces and on the local population. 

Students will know the events surrounding the aftermath of the liberation so they can understand the long- term impact of the Holocaust on the Jewish race.

Students will know what happened to those involved in facilitating the Holocaust so they form an opinion on the extent to which individuals should be punished.

Students will know the implications of the Holocaust on a wide range of legal changes in Europe so they can understand the wider significance of the events of the Holocaust.

 
	Students will look at race relations following WW2. They will develop an understanding of the British Empire following the war and how countries in the Empire called for independence. 

Students will understand the significance of the Windrush Generation. They will understand the reasons behind immigrations to Britain. 

Students will learn about race relations in Britain in the 1960s and 1970s. They will look at a case study of the Notting Hill carnival and the reasons for this. 

Students will learn about key events in modern Britain and how these events and changes still have an impact today. They key areas students will look at will be the NHS, the swinging sixties, rights for women, the welfare state and the introduction of the pill. 

Students will learn about the impact of terrorism and how terrorist attacks have developed over time.

Why this topic is important…

	The impact of the Treaty of Versailles on Germany is fundamental in helping students understand life in Germany in the interwar years and the contribution it made to the rise of Fascism and the outbreak of WWII. 

The lessons on the USA during the 1920s helps students understand that the USA was a very divided society. It is important that students learn about the racism that existed, and still exists, in the USA. 

The economic collapse of the USA is also important in helping explain the contextual background of the Great Depression and the rise of Fascism in Germany.
 
This unit has many links to British values. It encourages students to think about:
· The role that Britain has on international relations
· The extent to which Britain has a moral obligation to become involved in international affairs
· The reasons for racism and the impact that racism has on society
· The impact of crime on society
· Inequality in society.

This unit has many opportunities to encourage students to think about Cultural Capital, for example:
· The impact of Britain’s decision to leave the EU and the Corona virus on Britain’s economy
· The significance of Henry Ford on mass production
· The reasons why racism exists in Britain today
· The moral debate surrounding the extent to which the British army and government should involve itself in helping the people of Afghanistan.
· Books and films such as Roots by Alex Haley.
· Of Mice and Men by John Steinbeck
· Photography of Dorothy Lange
	It is important to learn about the Russian Revolution for lots of reasons. It helps students understand the impact of the Industrial Revolution and the consequences that capitalism had for the working class. It is important that students understand that the working class had no power and that they did not have the rights we take for granted today. It helps them understand the arguments for and against communism and the reasons why revolution seemed the only way of gaining a more equal society. It is important that students know who did not like communism and why and how this had direct links to the rise of Fascism in Germany the outbreak of the Cold War.

It is important that students understand the reasons why some people support extreme right-wing ideologies and the impact this has on society.

This unit has many links to British values. It encourages students to think about:
· The strengths and weaknesses of democracy
· Inequality in society
· The history of the working class
· The impact of capitalism on society
· The reasons for the growth of nationalism and the impact this has for society.

This unit has many opportunities to encourage students to think about Cultural Capital, for example:
· Inequality in British society today
· Issues over the extent to which Britain should provide welfare help for those in need
· The economic impact of nationalism in Britain – attitudes towards immigration
· Systems of government in the world today.
· Books: Animal Farm and 1984 by George Orwell
· Breaking Stalin’s Nose by Eugene Yelchin
· Child 44 by Tom Rob Smith

	An understanding of WWII is fundamental in understanding the world we live in today. Without an understanding of the end of WWII it is impossible to understand the Cold War. It is also important to remember the men and women who fought to ensure we have democracy and freedom. This unit is also important as it provides many opportunities to understand that there are many different interpretations of history.

This unit has many links to British values. It encourages students to think about:
· The importance of democracy
· The importance of liberty
· The importance of standing up for what is morally right – both governments and individuals.


This unit has many opportunities to encourage students to think about Cultural Capital, for example:

· The role of the British forces in the world today
· The extent to which warfare can be justified
· Britain’s role in preventing the role of aggressive nations today, for example Russia.

	The Holocaust was a defining event in human history. Its legacy continues to shape the modern world. The results fundamentally changed the fabric of European society and culture and had global reverberations. Any attempt to properly study the history of Britain, Europe and the wider world must therefore include the Holocaust, a view reflected in the fact that it is the only specific historical event whose study is a statutory requirement of the History National Curriculum for England.  Above all it important as it helps students understand why the Holocaust happened and that genocide has occurred throughout history is still happening in the world today.

This unit has many links to British values. It encourages students to think about:
· The importance of democracy
· The importance of respect and tolerance
· The importance of individual liberty
· The importance of justice and law
· The importance of standing up for what is morally right – both governments and individuals.

This unit has many opportunities to encourage students to think about Cultural Capital, for example:

· An understanding that there will always be genocide and persecution and Britain’s role in helping persecuted groups today, for example in Afghanistan
