	Topic: Early Elizabethan England
	Key topic 1:  Queen, government and religion, 1558–69

Pupils will learn…

	Pupils will learn the first 11 years of Elizabeth’s reign, including who she was, her government, and religion.

	Pupils will learn (in a chronological order) the challenges Elizabeth faces at home and abroad. 
	Pupils will learn about Elizabethan society across the entire time period. 

	Components
	Students will know Elizabethan society in order to describe the key features of it 

Students will know Elizabeth’s problems and decisions in order to be aware of where these problems come from and what Elizabeth does in response to them and make a judgement on which problem was Elizabeth’s most serious. 

Students will know Elizabeth’s religious settlement and the challenges to this in order to appreciate the importance of religion in society and explain the challenges to it. 

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;
· explain and analyse events
· Develop their chronological understanding
· make a clear judgement and formulate a conclusion.
	Students will know the plots and revolts at home and abroad to understand the challenged faced by Elizabeth in England and Europe and make a judgement on the most serious threat to Elizabeth

Students will know the concepts of rivalry, war, and the Spanish Armada and what is involved within these concepts in order to make a judgement surrounding the most important reason for war. 

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;
· explain and analyse events
· Develop their chronological understanding
· make a clear judgement and formulate a conclusion.
	Students will know what leisure time, education, and the problems for the poor were like in Elizabethan England to be able to describe what life was like, explain the features of, and make a judgement on. 

Students will know the exploration age in order to discover where they went, what they did, and the colonies they set up in order to understand the significance of this exploration and make a judgement on why these colonies failed. 

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;
· explain and analyse events
· Develop their chronological understanding
· make a clear judgement and formulate a conclusion.





	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)

	· Students have been taught about Tudor in England at the first schools and in line with the national curriculum. They have an understanding of;
· Life in Tudor England
· The monarchs
· Specifically, they will have learnt about Henry VIII and the nature of his rule and an overall introduction to Tudor life. 
	· The early years of Queen Elizabeth
· The problems she had when she became queen in 1558
· The nature and extent of these problems and challenges. It builds into unit 2 by working chronologically through her reign and its natural end point is when the plots against her life begin to increase. 
	· The scope and nature of the first 30 years of Elizabethan England. 
· They will have studied her early years in unit 1 and her middle years in unit 2 and have a rounded view about what has happened to Elizabeth in these 30 years. 

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)
	Show knowledge and understanding of the key features of the period.
Explain the problems Elizabeth faced in the first years of her reign and the seriousness of these. Students can make a judgement on the biggest problem. 
Explain the relationship with Mary, Queen of Scots and the challenge she posed. why events happened. This will require students to analyse a range of causes and judge the most important.


	Show knowledge and understanding of the key features of the period.
Explain the reasons for and the significance of the execution of Mary, Queen of Scots.
Explain the reasons for the outbreak of war with Spain, specifically the increased tension surrounding the Netherlands.
Explain the reasons for the defeat of the Spanish Armada and the importance of the victory for Elizabeth and England.



	Show knowledge and understanding of the key features of the period.
Explain the differences in leisure and education for the different classes. 
Explain the key causes of poverty and the measures the Elizabethan government took ton combat this. 
Understand the key reasons for exploration during the sixteenth century with a specific focus on the activities of Sir Francis Drake.
Understand the settlement in Virginia and why this was a failure.

	Assessment activities

Summative Assessment:
· Students will complete a summative assessment. They will sit a mock exam that is comprised of Weimar and Nazi Germany questions and Superpower relations questions. 	Why this topic is important…

	This topic is important because it introduces Elizabeth as a person, a concept, and a queen. It teaches students about the problems she inherits from her family and how she goes on to solve that problem. It also begins to explore her relationship with Mary queen of Scots which underpins the first two units in relation to the challenges against Elizabeth. Students can appreciate that Elizabeth was a complicated person who has a family who left her in a situation she needed to fix. 
	This topic is important because it runs chronologically passed unit 1. It moves on to the more serious challenges at Elizabeth’s life and presents the main threats to her life. It then culminates in the war with Spain which is the end point of the course’s chronology in 1588. 
The unit goes into great detail about how England defeat Spain and Elizabeth’s legacy post war. The topic also introduces Francis Drake who is an important feature in topic 3. 

Students will appreciate how Elizabeth’s life changes over time, how she deals with the problems she faces and then how she defeats the Spanish in 1588 – they will be able to understand all the key features of Elizabeth’s reign and her challenges. 
	This topic is important because it is a more thematic, social history of Elizabethan England. 

It introduces what life was like in Elizabethan England generally and focuses less on the chronology of Elizabeth’s rule.
This unit provides students with a full understanding of the years 1558-1588 as it covers the social gap which has not been addressed in the first two units. Without this unit, the students would never really understand what life was like in Elizabethan England and the exploration society which occurred.  

Students will appreciate what life was like in Elizabethan England – they will be able to really feel what life must have been like and this knowledge will help them understand in more clarity the detail the previous units covered.
