	Topic: Superpower relations and the Cold War
	Unit 1: The origins of the Cold War, 1941 – 1991

Pupils will learn…

	Students will know why the Cold war began, how the two sides came to exist, and the early years of the Cold war with Stalin and Khrushchev and how this impacted satellite states. 
	Students will learn the key crises of the cold war, the relationship between the two sides and how this changes, and the relevant consequences to these crises. 

	Students will know how the cold war came to end and the events which preluded this conclusion. 

	Components
	 Students will know the early tension between east and west, how the cold war develops in the early years and how it then intensifies in the 50’s in order to understand the ideological differences, doctrines and plans which effect relations, pacts, and arms races which change the cold war and the key events in the 50’s which lead to hostility. 
	Students will know the main events or crises of the cold war from 58-70 in order to understand the causes events consequences of events in Berlin, Cuba, and Czechoslovakia. 




	 Students will know the end of the cold war in order to be able to explain the events in détente and the consequences of these, Gorbachev’s new thinking and how this led to an end of the Cold war, Afghanistan and its causes events and consequences, and ultimately how the Soviet Union and Cold War ceased to exist. 

	What pupils should already know

· The Russian Revolution and how Stalin emerged as leader of the Soviet Union. 
· This unit follows on from the Russian revolution which they studied in Year 9.

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;
· explain and analyse the importance of events 
· the consequence of events 
· how events link together and the impact on relations

	Assessment activities
	Assessments in GCSE History are synoptic and cumulative. Pupils complete a formal assessment at approximately week 4 in this unit. In this formal assessment, teachers check pupils knowledge and understanding in all components studied to date in the curriculum plan. 

Formative Assessment (at least once a fortnight):
· A range of recall tasks most lessons.
· Homework tasks will also require students to complete tasks on prior knowledge.
Summative Assessment:
· Students will complete a summative assessment. 
· Teachers will check pupils knowledge and understanding in all components studied to date in the curriculum plan. 
· Students will complete a source analysis, inference and interpretations question. The knowledge assessed in the assessment will vary each year depending on students understanding and past papers. The assessment will be on Weimar and Nazi Germany.

Following the assessment, teachers will provide pupils with a Component level analysis Grid (CLA) that shows pupils’ their areas of strength and weakness. Teachers will then prioritise these components in the following re teach lesson (approximately several lessons after the assessment). Pupils’ enhanced understanding is checked through the completion of improvement questions and in their performance in subsequent assessment.

Time will be dedicated to pupils correcting answers they got wrong. 

Areas will be identified for reteach and interleaving throughout the course.

	Why this topic is important…

	This topic is important because it teaches students about the foundations of the Cold War – they learn about the alliance system and the end of WW2 which really constructed the Cold War.
Interestingly, they will also get chance to learn about the leaders who began the Cold War, Stalin, Churchill, etc – This is important because without them the historiography of the subject suggests the Cold War may never have taken place. This will help students understand why the events they will learn about it unit 2 and 3 occur. 
	This topic is important because students begin to learn that the Cold War Is just not just an imaginary conflict which involves tension between leaders.

The students learn that the Cold War is made up of actual serious events which had causes events and consequences which effected human life. They will also begin to understand the seriousness and threat to life the Cold war presented to the people of the world in these years. Without this topic, the students would not understand the seriousness and the serious implications the Cold War has on human life. This will help students understand why the Cold War came to an end eventually. 
	This topic is important because it focuses on the end of the conflict. It links in with all previous learning by showing that the nature of the cold war has changed by the 1980’s. Students discover that policies have changed and leadership has changed and as a result the Cold War is no longer worth fighting. 

This unit is also important because it gives students an opportunity to reflect on their learning throughout the course and understand the reasons for a de-escalation in tension.
