Pupils will learn…

	Students will know the early years of the Weimar republic, its origin, its challenges, its recovery, its golden years, and its changes and its collapse. 
	Students will know the rise of Hitler, his fall, his lack of support, his restructuring, the collapse and how this helps Hitler, the failures of the Weimar republic to stop Hitler, and how he came Chancellor. 
	Students will learn how Hitler transforms his chancellery into a dictatorship. How he deals with the church, opposition, culture, and how much support and opposition there was. 

	Students will know life in Nazi Germany, for women, for children. How the Nazis dealt with unemployment, standards of living and their racial beliefs, this then leads on to how they persecuted these groups, their laws surrounding them, and the attacks on these groups. 

	Components
	Students will know the origins of the republic in order to understand where the Weimar Republic comes from and why it exists. 

Students will know the early challenges to the Weimar republic in order to understand how deep the hatred from the extreme right and left and appreciate why these groups wanted to destroy the republic.

Students will know the recovery of the republic in the years 24-29 in order to make a judgement on how successful Stresemann was and understand what this recovery led to. 

Students will know the changes in society in the years 24-29 in order to understand that economic recovery brings with it societal, and cultural changes.

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;
· explain and analyse events
· analyse sources and their utility
· analyse interpretations and explain their differences
	Students will know the development of the Nazi party in order to understand where Hitler comes from, how he changes the party, and how by 1929 they are in a good position to challenge for leadership.

Students will know the growth in support for the Nazis after 1929 in order to understand how the Wall Street Crash helped Hitler and how he became chancellor. Students will make a judgement on the main reason Hitler became chancellor. 

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;
· explain and analyse events
· analyse sources and their utility
· analyse interpretations and explain their differences
	Students will know the Creation of a dictatorship in order to understand how Hitler removed opposition around him in order to transform his position. 

Students will know how the Nazis controlled and influenced attitudes in order to understand how they maintained their position of dominance over the German people for so long. Students will be able to explain the different reasons for how the Nazis were able to do this. 

Students will know opposition, resistance and conformity to the Nazis in order to understand what this looked like and assess its significance.  

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;
· explain and analyse events
· analyse sources and their utility
· analyse interpretations and explain their differences
	Students will know Nazi policies toward women in order to understand how life changed for this group. 

Students will know Nazi policies towards the young in order to understand how life changed for this group.

Students will know employment and living standards in Nazi Germany in order to understand how the Nazis changes this feature of society and make a judgement on the success of these changes.

Students will know the persecution of minorities in order to understand the seriousness of Nazi racial beliefs and how this manifested into action. 

Throughout the term students will develop their understanding of historical skills. Lessons will include tasks that require students to;

	Why this topic is important…

	This topic is important because it builds on the learning from year 9 about Germany after WW1. 

Students learn about how Germany changed post WWI and how this led to a rise in extremist parties and ultimately then the rise of Hitler.
	This topic is important because it teaches students the consequences of the first topic in relation to Adolf Hitler. 

They begin to understand that whilst what they studied in topic 1 one was happening, in the background, the rise of the Nazis was taking place which ultimately culminates in Hitler becoming chancellor in 1933. 
	This topic is important because it builds on previous learning to teach students how Hitler transformed his chancellery into a dictatorship. Students investigate how Hitler became a dictator by 1934 and they study the apparatus which supports such a government in order to be able to clearly explain the different factors which built Hitler’s dictatorship and assess these against each other. 
	This topic is important because it builds on the learning of all 3 previous topics to show the students what life was like under the Nazi regime. 

It is a more social history topic than the previous three, and allows them to study what it must have been like to live under a system established in topic 3, set up in topic 2, and born in topic 1. 

It allows students to see the devastation that can be caused when a dictator is allowed to come to power.
