	Unit 1 : Paper 1, Option 1H: Britain transformed, 1918–97

	Pupils will learn…
	Students will learn about the extent to which Britain was transformed politically, socially, economically and culturally in the years 1918–79.   
	Students will learn about the economic, social and cultural changes that took place in the USA between c1920 and 1955

	Components



	Topic 1:  1 A changing political and economic environment, 1918–79
  
Students will know the reasons why changes took place in the political landscape of Britain so they can understand the reasons for the changing fortunes of the Liberal, Labour and Conservative Parties.
 
Students will know the economic challenges faced by the British governments. Students will know the policies used by the Chancellors of the Economy to overcome these challenges so they can from a judgement on the extent to which they were responsible for the decline of Britain’s economy.
 
Students will know the reasons for the breakdown of industrial relations so they can form a judgement on which factors played the biggest role in changing industrial relations in the period 1918 – 1979. 

Topic 2. The creation of a welfare state. 
 
Students will know what welfare support the government introduced so they can understand the impact these measures had and the challenges they faced. 
  
They will also know the changes that took place to the education system so they can understand the extent to which education reform led to widening opportunities.  

Topic 3: Society in Transition 
  
Students will know the changes that took place to British class structure and social values so they can form a judgement on the extent to which a liberal society emerged in the period 1951 to 1979. 
  
Students will know the changes that took place in the lives of British women so they can form a judgement on the extent to which the lives of women changed. 
  
Students will know the key features of government immigration policies so they can understand the impact of government policies on race relations and immigration. 
 
Topic 4. The Changing Quality of Life, 1918 – 1979

Students will know the changes that took place in living standards in Britain between 1918 and 1979 so they can form a judgement on which factors had the biggest impact on changes in living standards.

They will also know the changes that took place in mass popular culture and travel and leisure pursuits so they can form a judgement on the impact of these changes on British society.
 
Topic 5: What impact did Thatcher’s governments have on Britain, 1979 – 1997.

Students will know the impact of Thatcher’s government on different groups within Britain so they can form a judgement on the extent to which Thatcher’s policies had a positive or negative impact on Britain.
	Unit One: Boom and crash, 1920 – 1929

Students will learn about the social, economic and cultural changes that took place during the 1920s in the USA in order to understand the extent of economic prosperity during the 1920s and the impact this had on both social and cultural change.

Unit Two: Depression and New Deal, 1929 – 1938

Students will learn about the years from the beginning of the Depression to the end of Roosevelt’s New Deal in 1940 in order to understand the effects of the Depression on different people. Students will also learn the range of policies adopted to deal with the country’s financial and economic difficulties in order to understand the extent to which Hoover broke with laissez-faire.

Unit Three: Impact of the New Deal and the Second World War on the USA to 1945

Students will learn about the consequences of the New Deal and the Second World War on US society so they can form a judgement on the significance of WWII for changes in society.

Unit Four: The transformation of the USA, 1945-1955

Students will learn about the changes that took place in the economy, society and culture of the USA in the decade after 1945. They will also learn about the growing cultural diversity in the USA and the growth of a teenage culture.

	Why this topic is important…

	This topic is extremely important in understanding Britain today. Students who have studied this topic will:
Understand the significance of First Past the Post in Britain
Understand the key features of the different political parties in Britain
Understand the reasons for the changing fortunes of Britain’s economy
Understand the factors that impact on economic change
Understand the key features of British society including popular culture and multiculturalism
Understand the impact that Thatcher’s government had on Britain
