Pupils will learn…

	Students will learn about the political changes that took place in England between 1399 and 1509. 

They will learn about the developments that centred around the personalities and political skills of the kings, queens and their powerful subjects and the impact of these developments on the kingdom. 

They will also learn about the wider social and economic contexts of political struggle.

	Components
	Topic One: The Crisis of 1399 -1404
Students will learn about the crisis of 1399 and its aftermath. They will learn about the reasons why Henry seized the throne from Richard and the consequences this had for his reign.

Topic Two:  Henry V and the conquest of France, 1413–21 
Students will learn about the reign of Henry V as a king so they can understand the reasons why Henry chose to renew the war with France, the reasons for his victory and both the negative and positive consequences of his actions. They will also learn about the issue of Lollardy so they can form a judgement on the challenge it posed.

Topic Three:  Renewed crises and challenges, c1449–61 
Students will learn about the breakdown of civil disorder during this period so they can understand the causes and consequences of the challenges faced by Henry VI. They will also learn about the reasons why Edward was crowned king in 1461 so they form a judgement on the extent his rise was due to the strengths of the Yorkists or the weaknesses of the Lancastrians.

Topic Four: The Yorkists divided, 1478–85 
Students will learn about the reign of Edward IV so they can understand the impact the divisions within the House of York had on the political situation in England. They will also learn about the reasons why Richard III took the throne and the reasons why he was defeated at the Battle of Bosworth in 1485.

Topic Five: Henry VII seizing the throne and trying to keep it, 1485–97 
Students will learn about Henry’s claim to the throne so they can understand the reasons why he faced challenges to the throne. They will also learn about the reasons why Henry was able to keep the throne.

Topic Six: Aspects in breadth: 'The Divinity which doth hedge a King': changes in royal authority, 1399–1509  
1: Changing relationships between crown and the nobility: 'overmighty subjects'  
Students will analyse the relationship of the crown with its most powerful subjects.  
2: Changes in the sinews of power 
Students will analyse the resources of the crown in governing the country.

	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)

	· Students will have some contextual knowledge on life in medieval England from their GCSE unit on crime and punishment.
· They will have some understanding of the Tudors from their GCSE unit on Elizabethan England. Students will have an understanding of medieval life from their lessons at the Middle Schools. 
· Students will have very little knowledge on this topic so several lessons will be spent introducing them to medieval life.

	Why this topic is important…

	Subject Knowledge:
This topic helps students understand why Britain is the way it is today.

It provides a contextual background to understanding the social and political consequences of the changes that took place in England during the late medieval period. 

It also helps students understand the importance of England’s relationship with France and the consequences this had for both countries.
	The intent of the SOL is to teach students about The Holocaust and it’s planning  and how to answer the coursework question.  

The topic is important because it introduces the Holocaust as a historical debate, trains students to write a piece of History coursework, and practices the Ao1 skills from the Thatcher unit they learn in year 12. 

The topic begins with a chronological overview of the Holocaust, introducing key themes and key historians’ debates around the Holocaust before introducing the Coursework skill and practicing this.
