Pupils will learn…

	This introductory scheme allows students to access drama in an efficient and structured way that fosters creativity and group participation.
 
Students will learn about the basic building blocks of creating drama through Still Images and the making, performing and responding structure of lessons.

Students will also learn about essential underpinning transferable skills such as confidence, cooperation, problem solving, resilience, creativity and providing peer evaluation and analysis in a constructive manner.
	
Students will develop an increasing awareness of physical and stage symbolism and how that is related to an audience. 	
	Students will learn about the conventions of Physical Theatre.

Students will learn about how the use of mime and body as prop techniques can be used to create physical locations and contexts.	
	
Students will learn about the process of creating Physical Theatre from a range of stimuli for performance. 

Students will develop creative and effective collaborative skills in the creation, development and performance of a piece of Physical theatre using the techniques of an influential theatre practitioner.

Students will learn how to engage an audience. 
Students will learn how to Analyse and evaluate Physical Theatre.

	Components
	Phase 1: 
Students will learn about the foundation skills and integration activities to promote confidence, cooperation, participation and emotional resilience in order to participate in all activities in an inclusive and rewarding manner. 
Students will learn to value and respect the worth and work of others in order to develop a sense of collective trust and positivity.
Phase 2:
Students will demonstrate the application of learned skills to learn about aspects of disability and promote respect and understanding for others.
Phase 3:
Students will learn about and have an understanding of Still Images.
Students will learn how to create a sequence of Still Images, in order to communicate meaning and impact to an audience.

Phase 4:
Students will have a knowledge of how to develop the content of Still images in order to apply them to the reading of a key text in performance. 

Phase 5:
Students will learn that Still image forms the basis of Physical Theatre in order to understand how Physical Theatre uses the concept of image creation as a foundation to develop and extend image-based work with text and connect this to the next programme of study.

	Students will learn about the foundation concepts of Physical Theatre, in order to be able to apply the basic elements of Physical Theatre in the creation of performance. 

Students will learn about and develop an understanding of the concept of Body as Prop in order to demonstrate and apply the technique in performance.

Students will develop an understanding of how to combine the use of Physical Theatre with improvisation techniques in order to apply a range of both physical and vocal skills to the performance of a home designed for SEND. 

Students will learn how to apply the conventions of Physical Theatre to a poem stimulus, using narration and mime in order to understand how physical and vocal skills can be used to elucidate textual meaning. ( links with English)

Students will learn how to apply gained knowledge to the creation of Darkwood Manor in order to evidence an increasingly sophisticated physical theatre fluency.

Students will learn how to assess and evaluate Physical Theatre. In performance.
	Students will learn about the conventions of rehearsed and spontaneous improvisation in order to develop performances in response to a variety of stimuli.

Students will learn about the concepts of blocking and accepting in order to be able to sustain improvisation for increasing amount of time.

Students will learn about Character/plot and narrative structure in order to be able to create sustainable structures for improvisation.

Students will develop an understanding of rehearsed improvisation in order to create a dramatic reconstruction of factual events.

Students will learn about the conventions of Devised Theatre in order to be able to experiment with narrative structure and the development of increasingly complex plots and scenarios. 

Students will learn how to work effectively in groups in order to be able to create a whole class devised drama.



	Students will learn about the social, cultural and historical context of the play Our Day Out in order to be able to create appropriate performances that match the intentions of the playwright.
Students will learn about the concepts of Given Circumstances, Character Objectives, pot and Sub-plot and the Magic If in order to be able to realise a fully appropriate and truthful performance.
 Students will learn how to build a character and create a role for an existing character that is in harmony with the playwright’s intentions.
Students will learn about regional variance in character interpretation through the exploration of vocal and physical skills in order to achieve a sense of Truth and Believability in performance
Students will learn how to rehearse and develop the Cliff scene in order to prepare for an off script performance of a given scene.

Students will perform the cliff scene from Our Day Out for an audience in order to learn how to evaluate rehearsed scripted performance.


	Students will learn about the conventions of melodrama in order to be able to identify the five key stock characters and produce a performance in the appropriate style.
Students will develop understanding of the five stock characters using script. 

Students will learn how to be able to use melodramatic conventions in performance
Students will learn the skills of stage combat in order to be able to incorporate them into the performance of a Melodrama.
Students will learn how to assess and evaluate Melodramatic performance in order to be able to appreciate the specific conventions of the genre.
Students will learn about the conventions of mime masks in order to be able to create a short mask/mime performance in response to a variety of stimuli.


	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)

	Provision for Drama in year 7 and 8 has only become established on the curriculum at middle schools this year and is still very early in its development. Previously students had little or no experience of regular drama lessons at school.

The curriculum plan for drama at present therefore, is designed to cover all of the foundations of the subject and give students the opportunity to learn about drama and how it can be applied across arrange of contexts, genres and style. The content of the scheme and of the  learning components is also designed to provide an introduction to the dramatic conventions necessary for both G.C.S.E. and G.C.E. study.

	Specifically linked to this topic, they should know:  

The conventions of Still Image, including the key areas of gesture, body language, facial expression and use of space.


That Still image forms the basis of Physical Theatre and how Physical Theatre uses the concept of image creation as a foundation to develop and extend image-based work with text.

	Why this topic is important…

	 This topic is important because it allows students to demonstrate their ability to work collaboratively and creatively with within a new class following transition.

This topic is important because it allows students to build the transferable skills necessary in collaborative work to produce increasingly sophisticated responses to a variety of stimuli through the year.

This topic is important because it allows students a fully inclusive access point to begin building the foundation of future work in drama.

This topic is important because it provides the opportunity for a student to showcase their individual skills set. This in turn will inform the level of challenge for each student in terms of appropriate scripts and strategic groupings of students.


	This topic is important because it builds on the foundations of image work learned in the previous scheme and allows students to develop the use of imagery within physical theatre to develop increasingly sophisticated responses.

This topic is important because it encourages students to develop knowledge and understanding that there are a range of theatre styles and genres and that each one comes with its own codes and conventions.

This topic is important because it provides a link to the progression of core skills through KS3 and the synoptic relationship between the acquisition of skills and knowledge and their application in a variety of contexts.
 
This topic is important because it allows students to develop awareness of physical and stage symbolism and how that is translated to an audience. 
	This topic is important because it introduces verbal skills and character development on top of the physical imagery to produce realistic and meaningful work.

This topic is important because it allows students to develop an understanding of how character is created and how vocal and physical skills are used to communicate meaning in performance.

This topic is important because it allows students the opportunity to combine the physical and vocal skills learned so far in the creation and realisation of a devised piece of theatre.

This topic is important because it affords students the opportunity to create a piece of theatre around an issue they may feel strongly about and present it in such a way that it has an educational and potentially transformative impact on an audience.

This topic is important because students will learn how drama can be used to communicate ideas.

	This topic is important because it allows students to demonstrate the ability to respond to direction and articulate a point of view through dramatic action.

This topic is important because it affords students the experience of an actor working closely with a director in the realisation of artistic intentions. 

This topic is important because without a knowledge of how theatre can be created and ideas communicated in performance, students will not be able to fully understand the role of the actor or how directorial decisions can manipulate an audience experience to achieve a desired effect or response.

	This topic is important because it builds upon students’ prior knowledge and provides an opportunity for them to demonstrate the accumulated knowledge of drama and theatre they have gained throughout the course from an informed point of view.

This topic is important as it introduces students to several genres of performance and how specific conventions dictate performance content and style.
