	English Literature Paper 1: Shakespeare - ‘Macbeth’ or ‘Romeo and Juliet’ by William Shakespeare (6 weeks)
	English Literature Paper 1: 19th-century novel ‘A Christmas Carol’ by Charles Dickens
(3 weeks)
	AQA English Literature Paper 2: Power and Conflict poetry (Pride, honour, glory) (2 week)

	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	How to explore impressions and interpretations of ‘Macbeth’ or ‘R&J’ in depth, critically and evaluatively, so that students are able to explore, discuss and explain their opinions, understanding and ideas of key language, themes, techniques and contexts with academic vigour. 
	To revise the plot, characters and themes of the novel in order to discuss meaning critically and evaluatively whilst interleaving with poem ‘London’ from the Power and Conflict anthology (treatment of the poor).

Moreover, this unit aims to further develop student’s impressions and interpretations of key language, themes, techniques and contexts by spiralling back through these key features to help develop a more robust understanding in preparation for November Mock Exams. 
	How to interpret the meaning and the moral message of two of the Power and Conflict anthology poems and to analyse the language, form, themes and structure of each individual poem. Students will also learn how to compare meaning, language, themes and structural features across these poems, developing their impressions of key language, themes, techniques and contexts within their critical thinking, discussion and writing. 
	How to identify and interpret information, impressions and ideas from a range of non-fiction extracts with greater confidence. How to analyse language and structure to understand how writers influence the reader at a greater depth.
How to synthesise and compare evidence from different non-fiction texts within time constraints.

How to write an article, speech and letter. (recall from Y9 and Y10)

	How to complete one formal presentation or speech, developing their impressions and ideas of a chosen topic and performing it within a professoinal environment. They will also be assessed on their responses to questions and feedback following the presentation or speech.

	Components



	Students will further discuss and explore the relationships between texts and the contexts in which they were written in order to develop a deeper understanding of the meanings and ideas. 
 
Students will use textual references, including quotations, in order to support and illustrate interpretations. 

Students will analyse the language, form and structure used by a writer to create meanings and effects, using relevant subject terminology where appropriate in order to explore the text in depth with evidence.

Students will identify and analyse a theme in order to develop a considered interpretation of the writer’s intentions.

Students will practise how to maintain a critical style and develop an informed personal response in order to express a point of view and thoughts on a text.

Students will use a range of vocabulary and sentence structures in order to ensure written work has clarity, purpose and effect, with accurate spelling and punctuation.
	Students will revise the Victorian context and how this is portrayed within the novel in order to comment perceptively on society’s attitudes to the poor and the Victorian approach to Christmas.

Students will revise events, relationships, actions or events in order to interpret perceptively ideas within the text and the motivations of the characters.

Students will revise themes and ideas within the text with consideration of the writer’s social, historical and cultural context in order to develop a perceptive and convincing interpretation of the writer’s intentions.

Students will revise how Dickens creates character and how characters develop or change across the novella in order to show understanding of how structure is used to influence the reader.

Students will revise the writer’s choice of vocabulary, grammatical and structural features in order to evaluate effectively how a writer creates meaning and effects.

Students will study the poem, ‘London’ by William Blake in order to understand the links between the two texts on the treatment of the poor in Victorian London. 


	Students will read, understand and interpret the following poems from the Power and Conflict cluster in the AQA anthology: My Last Duchess and Charge of the Light Brigade in order to explore a range of thematically linked poems.

Students will explore how poets use language, form and structural devices when conveying a theme or message in order to evaluate writers’ methods. 

Students will explore a range of perspectives and presentations of conflict in order to analyse writers’ choices and understand how conflicts affect individuals and communities. 

Students will explore how the writers’ social, historical and cultural context has influenced the writers’ choices in order to develop their interpretation and meaning. 

Students will use concise quotations and textual references to support and develop interpretation and comparisons in order to support a viewpoint. 

Students will explore how writer’s use poetic devices to convey themes in order to draw comparisons across poems. 

Students will use a critical style in order to structure and develop and effective argument.

	Students will read and understand a new range of non-fiction texts, including a 21st and 19th Century resources, in order to make accurate inferences more independently.

Students will select a wide range of relevant, concise quotations in order to support an accurate viewpoint.

Students will read and independently evaluate non-fiction texts in order to come to a considered judgement.

Students will accurately identify language and structural features in order to comment on the effect of this on the reader.

Students will be able to use the quote/comment technique successfully in order to write concisely and cover a range of textual references within set time constraints.

Students will synthesise information and ideas from two sources in order to show ability to retrieve explicit and implicit details and present this in a concise way.

Students will confidently compare writers’ ideas and perspectives across two non-fiction texts in order to understand and form a comparative viewpoint.

Students will use examples of articles, speeches and letters as stimulus for students’ own extended review writing in order to act as stimulus for students’ own extended writing.

Students will incorporate a variety of rhetorical devices to suit the purpose and audience of the task in order to produce accurate sustained writing pieces. 

Students will revise and practise using accurate spelling, punctuation and grammar in order to improve technical accuracy in sustained writing pieces.
 
Students will use examples in order to identify tone and register for their specific audience.

Students will incorporate a variety of sentence types and lengths and sentence openers within own writing in order for writing to be developed and ambitious.

Students will create extended writing pieces using a taught structure of introduction, three main ideas and conclusion, in order to ensure writing is sustained and developed.

	Students will use examples of spoken language presentations, including talks, debates, speeches and dialogues, in order to understand presentation skills.
Students will analyse presentation skills in order to learn how to present formally and appropriately.
Students will revise persuasive and rhetorical devices from speech writing in order to understand how to present persuasively.
Students will practise using presentation skills in their own spoken language in order to refine technique. 
Students will research a challenging topic in order to prepare for their own spoken language presentations and ensure it is using a wide range of vocabulary. 
Students will plan and prepare for their formal presentations in order for the presentation to be organised and well-structured. 
Students will learn to listen and respond appropriately to questions and feedback in order to elaborate on ideas with further ideas and information.

Students will use standard English in speeches and presentations in order to achieve the purpose of the presentation.

	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Throughout KS3 and KS4, students have studied a range of texts, developing their knowledge of how to consider contextual elements and how to analyse a text. (Y7-9 Two Shakespeare plays; Y9 Sherlock. Heroes/ Animal Farm, Y10 AIC, ACC)

Students should also be able to identify and incorporate relevant textual references to support their point of view. (Y9 and Y10 Lit curriculum)

Students have read ‘An Inspector Calls’; this should have developed an understanding of how to read a playscript and the conventions of plays. (Y9 HT6/ Y10 HT1)

Students have studied ‘A Christmas Carol’, developing their knowledge of how to analyse characters, themes and key events. (Y10 HT2)
	Students have explored the Victorian context and how this is portrayed within the novel in order to understand society’s attitudes to the poor and the Victorian approach to Christmas.

Students have read; discussed literal and inferred meaning; and explored events, relationships, actions or events in order to interpret ideas within the text and the motivations of the characters.

Students have practised using apt reference to the text, including concise, direct quotations, in order to develop a convincing and informed personal response.

Students have explored themes and ideas within the text with consideration of the writer’s social, historical and cultural context in order to develop a considered interpretation of the writer’s intentions.

Students have explored how Dickens creates character and how characters develop or change across the novella in order to show consideration of how structure is used to influence the reader.

Students have explored the writer’s choice of vocabulary, grammatical and structural features in order to evaluate how a writer creates meaning and effects.

Students have practised using a critical style in order to structure and develop an effective argument.

How to write for a variety of purposes at both KS3 and KS4 level (letters, speeches, articles, reviews Y9 climate change, Y10 transactional)

How to accurately punctuate writing. (Y9 writing and Y10 writing units)

Consider a viewpoint other than their own. (Y9 climate change)

How to use stimulus materials to support their own writing.

	Students will have practised speaking formally and informally. (Y7, Y8 poetry; Y10 Speeches HT2)

Students will know the basic features of presentation skills, eye contact, body language, gesture, tone, pitch, intonation. (Y10 speech writing HT2; Y9 climate change non-fiction writing)

Students will know persuasive techniques and rhetorical devices (Y10 speeches HT2 and Y9 climate change HT3/4)

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)



	Through reading ‘Macbeth’ or ‘Romeo and Juliet’, students will develop their cultural and contextual knowledge of the world. They will develop their confidence with reading, understanding and responding to a text, which can be used to support the learning for GCSE and studying literature at a higher level.

Students will develop their use of textual references to support and illustrate interpretations which can be used to support the learning in all Literature texts.  

Students will be able to apply their knowledge of how to analyse the language, form and structure used by a writer to create meanings and effects to a range of texts across subjects and in further study.
	Students will develop the skills to read, understand and respond to other texts being taught for GCSE and also for possible future A-level studies. 
It builds on student’s ability to maintain a critical style and develop an informed personal response which consolidates past two years and can be used across all texts now. 
It develops students’ ability to use textual references, including quotations, to support and illustrate interpretations.
Students will be able to apply their knowledge of how to analyse the language, form and structure used by a writer to create meanings and effects to a range of texts across subjects and in further study.
It furthers students’ consideration of the impact of the relationships between texts and the contexts in which they were written which can be used to support learning of all texts with relevant contextual backgrounds. They can also apply this to Language to deepen their understanding of non-fiction, as well as being able to link the Power and Conflict poetry themes to the contextual aspects of this novel. 
	Students will develop the skills to read and understand poetry and develop an informed personal response. It will build on students’ ability to use quotes to support and develop interpretations and can be used to support all areas of Literature study.

It will build on students’ ability to analyse language, form structure and to use subject terminology when analysing writer's techniques. 

It will also build on students’ ability to understand the relationship between a text and the contexts it was written in.

It will further develop students’ ability to plan and structure a critical essay to develop an interpretation.

	This topic builds on the non-fiction reading and writing units in Y10.

Students will therefore further develop upon the skills of making accurate inferences and select textual reference to support their viewpoint which can be used to support learning in the fiction reading component of the Language exam. 

This topic will further students’ ability to retrieve explicit and implicit information from a text and can be applied to the Fiction paper. 

This topic will further students’ ability to analyse how a writer uses language to create effects.

This topic with further students’ ability to analyse how a writer uses structural devices to influence meaning which can be used to support learning in creative prose writing. 

Students will develop ability to communicate clearly, effectively and imaginatively which can be used to support all sustained writing opportunities in both Literature and Language.

It further develops students’ skills in organising information and ideas by developing confidence in their use of structural and grammatical structures to support cohesion and coherence which can be applied to all analytical style writing.

It also serves to further embed students’ technical accuracy which can be used to support learning for all writing tasks in English, across subjects and beyond education.

	Students will develop the skill of being able to communicate clearly and effectively verbally which can be used to support learning of vocabulary choices and being able to articulate ideas beyond education. 
Students will develop the skill of research and planning because it needs to be clearly structured which can be used to support learning in transactional writing structures.

	Formative: Ambition/ Act 1:5 – Summer 2017


When: Week three Autumn HT1 upon return from summer break; targeted re-teaching the first two weeks, then exam tips and strategies the lesson before the assessment

How: examination conditions; 55 minutes, on lined paper to mimic the exam conditions and timings of the summer, mock and GCSE Exams 

Assessed using June 2017 mark scheme and feedback on using the ‘Shelley PELE WWW’ feedback codes.

What Next: two weeks to mark and get grades on the system; track EBIs to inform reteach of key targets using the FOCUSED FEEDBACK sheets to consolidate green pen work in lessons, in preparation for the November Mock Exam series. FLASH FEEDBACK sheets used as follow up on green pen work within the ensuing time frame for book marking.

What Next: 

Mock exams need entered by the first week of Spring HT1; tracked EBIS to inform reteach of key skills and targeted green pen work in lessons. 

Formal cohort feedback to all teachers to address key areas of development for targeted reteach of skills in the final weeks of Spring HT1, with green pen work to follow to emphasise addressing key areas of development for improvement.  


	Student will present a formal presentation on a topic of choice with following questions to demonstrate further ideas.

Presentation will be audio-visual recording and awarded Pass, Merit, Distinction (or Fail). 


When: first two-weeks of Spring HT1, with a schedule created, and specific 10-minute slot allotted for each Y11 student. 

How: one 10-minute slot to present talk or presentation to camera, to be formally assessed

What Next: results recorded on official documentation provided by the exam board. During an English meeting in Spring HT2, the English department will review videos, moderate and choose a sample. 

Once grades have been approved, grades can be distributed to students, and officially sent off, with sample, to the Exam Board (deadline 15 May).

Why this topic is important…

	This topic is important as it focuses on a GCSE set text and will be on the GCSE Literature examination. Through studying a Shakespeare text, students will improve their reading and literature analysis skills which can be applied to a range of other GCSE texts.

In addition, this topic will help students to develop the habit of reading widely and often, appreciating the depth and power of the English literary heritage.

Through studying this topic, students will be able to write accurately, effectively and analytically about their reading, using Standard English.
	These interleaved topics are important as they focus on thematically-linked GCSE set texts and will be on the GCSE Literature examination. Through studying ‘A Christmas Carol’ with ‘London’, students will improve their reading and literature analysis skills which can be applied to their other GCSE texts. 

It further builds on students’ ability to consider the impact of the social, historical and cultural context on a writer’s message.  

As well as this, it furthers students’ ability to use critical and literary vocabulary.
	This topic is important as it focuses on a GCSE anthology and will be on the GCSE Literature examination. Through studying a small set of poems from the Power and Conflict cluster, students will improve their reading and literature analysis skills which can be applied to a range of other GCSE texts.  

It is important to place the poems here to allow thematic exploration and to support comparison.

It further builds on students’ ability to consider the impact of the social, historical and cultural context on a writer’s message.

In addition, this topic will help students to develop the habit of reading widely and often, appreciating the depth and power of the English literary heritage.
  

	This topic is important as it focuses on the revision of an element of the GCSE language exam. Through studying GCSE language, students will improve their ability to analyse non-fiction texts. It will provide them with the skills required to analyse both fiction and non-fiction.

This will also support students with analysing extracts within the Macbeth and A Christmas Carol exam questions.

It is important to be positioned here to support revision and consolidation of knowledge and skills ready for mock examinations. 

	This topic is important because the spoken language endorsement is an element of the GCSE exam.

More importantly, spoken language skills are vital to support learning beyond education and to develop word-rich students, preparing them for real-life situations, such as interviews. 
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
