	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	How to identify and interpret information and ideas from a range of non-fiction extracts with greater confidence. How to analyse language and structure to understand how writers influence the reader at a greater depth.
How to synthesise and compare evidence from different non-fiction texts within time constraints.

	How to write for a variety of transactional writing purposes and for a range of audiences. Focus on speeches (talks) and formal letters. (Advanced examination information November 2022 only)
	How to identify and interpret information and ideas from a range of fiction extracts with greater confidence. 
How to analyse language and structure to understand how writers influence the reader.
	How to use language creatively and imaginatively to construct an extended narrative with a sustained plot and convincing characterisation.

	Components



	Students will evaluate their own bought-back examination paper from the June 2022 series to identify areas for development and secure practice. 

Students will read and understand a new range of non-fiction texts, including a 21st and 19th Century resources, in order to make accurate inferences more independently.

Students will select a wide range of relevant, concise quotations in order to support an accurate viewpoint.

Students will read and independently evaluate non-fiction texts in order to come to a considered judgement.

Students will accurately identify language and structural features in order to comment on the effect of this on the reader.

Students will be able to use the quote/comment technique successfully in order to write concisely and cover a range of textual references within set time constraints.

Students will synthesise information and ideas from two sources in order to show ability to retrieve explicit and implicit details and present this in a concise way.

Students will confidently compare writers’ ideas and perspectives across two non-fiction texts in order to understand and form a comparative viewpoint.

	Students will use examples of speeches and formal letters as stimulus for students’ own extended review writing in order to act as stimulus for students’ own extended writing.

Students will evaluate their own bought-back exam papers to examine www and ebi to inform re-teach and revision for November resit.

Students will incorporate a variety of rhetorical devices to suit the purpose and audience of the task in order to produce accurate sustained writing pieces. 

Students will revise and practise using accurate spelling, punctuation and grammar in order to improve technical accuracy in sustained writing pieces.
 
Students will use examples in order to identify tone and register for their specific audience.

Students will incorporate a variety of sentence types and lengths and sentence openers within own writing in order for writing to be developed and ambitious.

Students will create extended writing pieces using a taught structure of introduction, three main ideas and conclusion, in order to ensure writing is sustained and developed.



	Students will evaluate their own bought-back examination paper from the June 2022 series to identify areas for development and secure practice. 

Students will read and understand a new range of fiction texts in order to make accurate inferences more independently. 

Students will select a wide range of relevant, concise quotations in order to support an accurate viewpoint. 

Students will read and independently evaluate a section of a fiction extract in order to come to a considered judgement. 

Students will accurately identify language features in order to comment on the effect of this on the reader. 

Students will be able to use the quote/comment technique successfully in order to write concisely and cover a range of textual references within time constraints.
	Students will evaluate their own bought-back examination paper from the June 2022 series to identify areas for development and secure practice. 

Students will revisit the use of the five-part story structure in order to create a cohesive and fluid narrative.

Students will recall how to use descriptive language (including imagery, pathetic fallacy and figurative language) in order to create effective settings and characterisation.

Students will recall how to use language techniques and structural devices to create tension in order to engage a reader.

Students will revisit the use of sentence types, sentence structures and paragraphing in order to support cohesion and to engage and sustain the reader’s interest.

Students will use accurate spelling, punctuation and grammar in order to write with clarity and precision.

This topic with further students’ ability to analyse how a writer uses structural devices to influence meaning which can be used to support learning in creative prose writing. 
	Students will develop ability to communicate clearly, effectively and imaginatively which can be used to support all sustained writing opportunities in both Language papers.

It further develops students’ skills in organising information and ideas by developing confidence in their use of structural and grammatical structures to support cohesion and coherence which can be applied to all analytical style writing.

It also serves to further embed students’ technical accuracy which can be used to support learning for all writing tasks in English, across subjects and beyond education.
	Students will further develop upon the skills of making accurate inferences and select textual reference to support their viewpoint which can be used to support learning in the non- fiction reading component of the Language exam. 

This topic will further students’ ability to retrieve explicit and implicit information from a text and can be applied to the non-fiction paper.

This topic will further students’ ability to analyse how a writer uses language to create effects which can be used to support learning in transactional writing as students can apply the skills of reading to their own composition.

	Students will develop the skills of being able to communicate clearly, effectively and imaginatively which can be used to support learning in fiction reading. 

It further develops students’ skills in organising information and ideas by developing confidence in their use of structural and grammatical structures to support cohesion and coherence.

It also serves to further embed students’ technical accuracy which can be used to support learning for all writing tasks in English, across subjects and beyond education.

	Assessment activities



	Formative marking of reading questions in preparation for Year 12 resit where this component of the exam will be formally assessed. 

One hour, 6 questions. 

When: end of week 2 HT1
How: examination conditions, one hour, answering all 6 reading questions
What next: one week to mark and provide feedback, using relevant Paper 2 reading mark schemes. Students to green pen the work to work on any areas of misconception and/or to sharpen skills. 
	Formative marking of books, including a speech and formal letter attempt. 

55 minutes, timed in-class assessment, teacher marked. 


When: end of week 3 HT1
How: examination conditions, 55 minutes, answering the two writing questions
What next: one week to mark and provide feedback, using relevant Paper 2 writing mark schemes. Students to green pen the work to work on any areas of misconception and/or to sharpen skills.

	Formative marking of fiction reading paper – Ranjit and horse paper

One hour, 5 questions. 

When: end of week 5 HT1
How: examination conditions, one hour, answering all 5 reading questions
What next: one week to mark and provide feedback, using relevant Paper 1 reading mark schemes. Students to green pen the work to work on any areas of misconception and/or to sharpen skills.

	Time exam practice of a 45-minute assessment. 4 titles. Teacher-assessed.  


When: end of week 2 HT1
How: examination conditions, one hour, answering the one writing question, but choosing their own topic.
What next: one week to mark and provide feedback, using relevant Paper 1 writing mark schemes. Students to green pen the work to work on any areas of misconception and/or to sharpen skills.

Why this topic is important…

	This topic is important as it focuses on an element of the GCSE language resit exam in November. Through studying GCSE language, students will improve their ability to analyse non-fiction texts. It will provide them with the skills required to analyse both fiction and non-fiction.

It is important to be positioned here to support revision and consolidation of knowledge and skills ready for actual examinations. 

	This topic is important as it focuses on transactional writing which will be on the GCSE Language resit exam in November.  

Through exploring their own writing, students will practise using language, form and structure to create meaning and effects in order to engage a reader which aids their study of other writers’ methods in non-fiction reading. 

In addition, writing for a variety of purposes can prepare students for real-world situations. 

	This topic is important as it focuses on an element of the GCSE English Language resit exam in November. It will provide them with the skills required to analyse fiction texts. It will provide them with the skills required to analyse both fiction and non-fiction texts. 



	This topic is important as it focuses on narrative writing which will be on the GCSE Language resit exam in November.  

Through exploring their own creative writing, students will practise using language, form and structure to create meaning and effects in order to engage a reader which aids their study of other writers’ methods in the literature units.
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
