	Components



	Students will develop a knowledge of the contextual factors: 
· Field
· Function 
· Mode
· Tenor
in order to understand how they create meaning (affect an audience, meet a text’s purpose)
This would include: 
1. Field – how to identify semantic field used, and the effect as well as the use of underlying semantic fields in order to understand the choices the writer makes with regards to topic.
2. Function – students will understand the variety and crossover of purposes and make connections between the contextual factors.
3. Mode - Students to develop a knowledge of the degrees of formality in order to understand how this impacts the text’s creation. 
4. Tenor - Students to develop a knowledge of how the relationship between the addressor and addressee has an impact on how the text communicates its meaning. 

Students will develop a knowledge of the key constituents: 
· Phonology
· Morphology & Grammar
· Graphology
· Lexis & Semantics
· Discourse & Pragmatics
in order to understand how they create meaning (affect an audience, meet a text’s purpose).
This would include: 
1. Phonology – students to have a basic understanding and interaction with the International Phonetic Alphabet. Students should start to develop an understanding of differences to written language so they can analyse spoken data.
2. Morphology & Grammar– students will recap and develop their knowledge of grammatical features in order to be able to identify fundamental aspects of this key constituent. Students will develop knowledge of how words are formed and created.
3. Graphology - Students will develop knowledge of the key aspects of graphology so they can apply this to written data. 
4. Lexis & Semantics - Students will develop knowledge of how a word choice carries meaning and how this helps the text communicate its meaning.
5. Discourse and pragmatics – students will develop an understanding of how texts are created as a whole in order to explore how a text carries meaning.

Students will develop a knowledge of how texts can differ and their key features with regards to the contextual factors and key constituents in order to analyse a text effectively.

Students will develop a knowledge of how the contextual factors and key constituents can work together to create meaning in order to show understanding of how a writer constructs meaning.

	Students will develop a knowledge of spoken data in order to understand how they create meaning (affect an audience, meet a text’s purpose).

Students will understand the key differences between spoken and written modes in order to evaluate the language features used by a speaker or writer.

Students will develop a knowledge of different spoken language features in order to understand how speakers communicate meaning. This will include: 
· Non-fluency features e.g. fillers, false starts …
· Structural features of talk e.g. adjacency pairs, topic shifts…
· Agenda and how this changes.
· Fluency features e.g. turn taking
· Markers of politeness
· Markers of interest e.g. back channelling.
· How transcripts are presented.

Students will develop a knowledge of a key range of spoken mode theories including: 
Grice’s Maxims, Goffman’s Face, Brown & Levinson’s positive and negative politeness, and Lakoff’s politeness principal in order to justify their analysis.

Students will develop a knowledge of the main presentations of electronic (multi) modes of data and understand how these modes combine spoken and written modes.

Students will develop a knowledge of how electronic texts use spoken modes to connect with their audience and achieve their purpose and how these can be fitted across the key constituents of language, in order to be able to comment on the presentation of the speakers but also to enable them to apply spoken theorists to the data to justify their analysis. E.g.
· Graphology - emoticons
· Grammar & Morphology – Clippings, omission of subject
· Phonology – spellings and shortened forms
· Conform or challenge post-colonial theory.
· Lexis & semantics – slang/subject specific lexis

Students will learn how to apply the key constituents in order to understand the way events, issues, individuals and social groups are represented.

Students will develop a knowledge of social, cultural and historical contextual factors, in order to understand how this can influence how a text is produced and how it can be interpreted by audiences.

Students will develop a knowledge of linguistic theories in order to understand how these can be applied to the specific modes.

Students will develop a knowledge of how audiences interpret texts, in order to understand how meaning is communicated and to evaluate how well a text achieves its purpose 


	Students will develop a knowledge of how the spoken features of language develop, the typical stages of language development and the factors that influence this, in order to explore how a child develops spoken communication skills.

Students will begin to understand how caregivers can influence spoken language development and will develop a knowledge of a range of theories of acquisition in order to justify their observations.

Students will develop a knowledge of specific studies about spoken language development in order to explore how a child typically develops spoken communication skills and to help justify their analysis.

Students will begin to develop an understanding of how child language development can be represented through spoken transcripts in order to conduct an analysis. 
 
Students will further develop their knowledge of how spoken transcripts demonstrate language development and can be applied across the key constituents of language. E.g.
· Grammar & Morphology – forming questions, negatives, inflection. Developing use of content and function words.
· Phonology – Pronunciation and common issues with pronunciation.
· Lexis & Semantics – semantic fields, complexity of vocab.
· Discourse and pragmatics – conversational features.
This will allow students to comment on the development of language but will also allow them to apply knowledge of studies and stages to the data to justify their analysis.

Students will further their knowledge of the IPA and how this can be used to present phonological factors with regards to language development in order to write accurately about spoken language development.

Students will develop a knowledge of the expectations for spoken development with regards to the National Curriculum for Key stages 1 -2 and the criteria that is expected to be achieved by this point in order to understand and appreciate the intricacies of how spoken language develops. 

Students will develop a knowledge of psycholinguistic theories in order to understand how children are developing language.

Students will develop a knowledge of how children develop emergent literacy through reading and writing-like activities. 

Students will develop a knowledge of the reading strategies that are taught to children and how features of language develop as well as the typical stages and the factors that influence development in order to analyse how this impacts the development of a child’s spoken communication skills.

Students will further develop a knowledge of the different strategies used to teach reading skills, the typical approaches and stages as well as the factors that influence in order to explore how a child develops written literacy skills. 

Students will develop a knowledge of the expectations for reading development with regards to the National Curriculum for Key stages 1 -2 and the criteria that is expected to be achieved by this point in order to understand how children develop reading literacy skills. 

Students will begin to understand how caregivers can influence spoken language development and will have knowledge of a range of theories of acquisition to use in order to justify their observations.

Students will develop their knowledge of how acquisition of language can be affected by context and will use the contextual factors in order to explore a child’s development.

Students will develop a knowledge of social, cultural and historical contextual factors, in order to understand the influences on how children develop their ability to communicate.

Students will further develop their knowledge of how the contextual factors and key constituents can work together in order to demonstrate competently how language is acquired.

Students will use their knowledge of technological change to explore the creation and adaptation of word usage in order to understand how language has adapted and changed to fit the needs of society.

Students will explore the key historical events related to the development of the English language across time in order to inform their understanding of the production of a text.

Students will further develop their knowledge of the relationship of gender, economic and social change on the production of written texts over time in order to understand how these changes are reflected in the intended audience and purpose of the text.

Students will further develop their knowledge of how the contextual factors and key constituents can work together in order to comment on how and why a text has been constructed.

This unit allows student to explore equality, diversity and British Values through an inclusive class environment and discussions. 
	This unit provides students with the opportunity to explore a wide range of texts from spoken and electronic modes.

This unit will allow students to look at the ways in which different modes are constructed. This will allow students to recognise the typical features of the key modes of texts.

This unit allows students to critically analyse different modes of language, offering a new insight to why and how spoken and electronic modes are produced, how they reach their audience and how they achieve their function.

This unit provides students with the opportunity to understand how spoken language forms an important part of individual identity, meaning students can understand how they present themselves to others in their daily lives.
