	Students will demonstrate expertise and creativity in the use of English in order to communicate in different ways, drawing on their knowledge of the forms and structures of spoken or written English for different audiences and purposes

Students will further develop their knowledge of how written data demonstrates language development and can be applied across the key constituents of language. E.g.
· Grammar & Morphology  - production and development of sentence formation
· Orthography – how phonology influences orthography
· Lexis & Semantics – semantic fields, complexity of vocab.
· Discourse and pragmatics – understanding how to achieve a specific purpose and audience.
This will allow students to comment on the development of written language but will also allow them to apply knowledge of studies and stages to the data to justify their analysis.

Students will further embed their knowledge of the IPA and how this can be used to demonstrate orthographical issues surrounding language development in order to write accurately about written language development.
