	Topic overview

Students will learn…

	How to respond to a theme and artists/designers work, to research and to combine different techniques to develop their own unique style.
How to create and develop a wide range of textiles techniques.
	How to conduct a personal investigation into an idea, issue, concept or theme, supported by written material.
To independently identify the focus of their investigation leading to a finished outcome.
	How to conduct a personal investigation into an idea, issue, concept or theme of an externally set starting point.
To independently approach and conduct their investigation using their prior learning.


	Components



	Students will research different artists or designers and analyse their work in order to be inspired by their work and be able to create their own response.

Students will
· Explore different textiles techniques
· Explore how colour can be used creatively when experimenting 
· Use and combine a range of different materials
In order to develop their own unique style and work with independence and increasing confidence when working with new techniques and materials.

Students will understand how to work safely when using specialist equipment so that they can be independent in their studies and use their time effectively.

Students will understand how a project has a journey from the starting point or theme to the final piece in order to understand how designers and artists develop their own work.

Students will be able to conduct primary and secondary research in order to understand how each can inspire their work and how designers and artists find inspiration for their work.

	Students will be able to show clear development from initial intension to the final outcome in order to research and develop ideas in a meaningful way.

	What pupils should already know

	Students understand how to use a sewing machine to stitch straight lines, the use of technical screen printing to add colour and pattern to fabric, colour theory and how to apply it, use a variety of art materials including paint, crayons, pastels and pen, creatively designing imaginative and unique ideas, drawing skills.
	Students have experimented with a range of different technique; have learnt to conduct research and how to respond to this practically; have learnt how the practical journey from a starting point can be developed into a final outcome; have started to select appropriate techniques in order to develop their own personal style. 
	Students fully understand the artistic journey a theme can take from starting point through exploration, research and development to final outcome. Students understand how to analyse primary and secondary research to produce a meaningful response. Students understand their strengths and own personal style when selecting appropriate techniques and starting points for their investigation.
Students understand the importance of drawing as a foundation to build their ideas and experimentation around.

	Assessment activities



	All work from the portfolio is formally assessed using the A Level marking criteria at regular points during the project with formal written feedback provided. Each student will have an A4 assessment criteria broadsheet at the front of the NEA folder where the teacher can highlight when criteria is met by the student. Regular tutorials take place where individual feedback and targets are agreed between the teacher and student. Work is completed in time for the next tutorial where the teacher can then assess progress made, identify gaps and provide next steps for the student. Tutorials run on a two week cycle throughout the term where the teacher and pupil discuss progress made and agree next steps to enhance the work they have produced by this stage. 

Continuous verbal feedback every lesson is used to allow students to understand their own strength and areas for development.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	This topic provides pupils with the opportunity to experience a wide range of textiles techniques and equipment they have not used before and will equip them to be able to complete future projects with more independence and confidence.
Students will be encouraged to develop their own creative style by experimenting with a range of different techniques so that they can make appropriate choices in future projects about the types of designers and techniques they would like to explore further. 
It allows students to experience how the artists journey can lead from research through to responses and development. It helps students to understand the concept of a project and how to develop their work so that they can be more independent when conducting their personal investigation. It also provides students with a practical and realistic experience of different techniques so that they can select the most appropriate techniques and artists/designers when they conduct their personal investigation. It allows students to take risks and with their work in a low stakes manner.
	This topic provides students with the time and resources to fully experiment with a wide range of techniques which they have chosen themselves, allowing them to take risks and develop their own personal style which will shape them as future artists and designers. It shows them the importance of analysing research in detail in order to fully be inspired by the work of others and to be able to successfully respond in a meaningful way, not just on a surface level. It allows students be creative in their own way and show what they can achieve over a sustained period of time in an independent way and have confidence in their abilities.
	This topic provides students with a more focused challenge to be able to respond to a brief given to them and be able to independently decide on the direction of their project. It helps students to make their own decisions about their personal practice and be confident in their own abilities. It helps them meet strict deadlines and to be more focused in their experimentation and their intent when selecting techniques and materials to work with. During this extended project pupils are required to become self-motivated, organised and independent. They draw on knowledge covered from year 9 onwards and apply this in their own style, showing they can recall a wide range of skills and use it to interpret a brief set by a third party. 
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
