	Assessment activities
	Pupils will complete a key piece at around four weeks into the unit. This assessment is a 90 words written task responding to four bullet points. This is a task that all students will have to do in their exam and they have been practicing since the beginning of their GCSE course. This task is taken from a past paper to test units taken until now including vocabulary and grammar.
Teacher marks the task and gives students written feedback on their vocabulary and grammar, as well as a WWW and EBI. Pupils correct their mistakes and then do an improvement task which consists of 2 bulletpoints.
At the end of the unit, pupils will complete a key piece at around week 4 of the half term to check knowledge accrued so far in the course. In HT3, pupils are assessed on their listening skills. The assessment includes GCSE type questions. This is the opportunity to go over past units to reinforce previous learning and check for any misconceptions. This is peer assessed and pupils a given a raw score. An improvement task is then completed in a feedback dedicated lesson.


	Pupils complete a full set of Mock Exams covering all four skills (Listening, Speaking, Reading and Writing). This will be a full past paper, including all topics and skills in the Curriculum and is essential to check pupils’ levels of understanding and to be able to eliminate misconceptions. Pupils will receive feedback and scores for all aspects of the assessments and teachers will re-teach key misconceptions as identified by the component level analysis. Pupils will re-do similar questions across all skills and improve answers to the general conversation following teacher feedback and re-teach.

	Pupils complete a Writing task (90/150 words) key piece at approximately week 4 of this term. This assessment will check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan. Pupils will write a paragraph of either 90 words (Foundation) or 150 words (Higher), which will check:
· Understanding of key vocabulary
· Using different tenses
· Their grammatical knowledge.
· Re-call of vocabulary from previous topics


Following the key piece pupils will receive teacher feedback which states What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I). Students then use a green pen to correct errors and teachers do a ‘re-teach/feedback’ lesson. Pupils then do an improvement task with gridded support to improve their answers as an improvement task.

The final assessment this half term is a full Listening Exam (either Foundation or Higher, depending on the pupils). They will receive a mark and a grade for their work and teachers will then use Component Level Analysis to identify where pupils struggle and use this to inform re-teach and follow up improvement tasks. Listening being the toughest skill, it is essential for pupils to get this exam practice in preparation for their GCSEs.

	

[bookmark: _Hlk127878607]Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 4 of this term. This assessment will check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan. Pupils will do a past paper Reading, which will check:
· Understanding of vocabulary
· Being able to identify key vocabulary to answer questions accurately
· Re-call of vocabulary from previous topics
· Vocabulary and grammatical structures related to all topics
Following the key piece, pupils will receive teacher feedback and do a self reflection task, using a green pen to correct any mistakes with the help of a dictionary, their books or speaking booklets.

As their HT Assessment students will do a full Speaking mock exam using a past paper as example. They will carry out all three tasks of the Speaking, which covers all topics at GCSE and is done in exam conditions. Students will then receive written teacher feedback for the assessment with a mark as a whole but feedback for each specific task.

Why this unit is important…

	This topic appears sixth on the AQA spec and in the sixth module of the GCSE condensed curriculum resources because it covers and allows for revision of some of the most fundamental key grammar points needed for every single topic area.  These include high frequency irregular verbs, reflexive verbs, possessive adjectives, adjectival agreements, comparative structures, negative structures, reference to past, present and future. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.

The writing and speaking exam may require students to produce information about their and other people’s lifestyle choices and also detailed viewpoints backed up by reasons about other people. This includes the sub topic of alcohol and substance misuse.  
The reading and listening exam may require students to use scanning, skimming, inference and deduction to identify and understand key details about people’s lifestyle, their opinions, their habits and their plans for a healthier lifestyle in the future.

Students will be able to:
This topic appears first on the AQA spec and in the first module of the GCSE condensed curriculum resources because it covers and allows for revision of some of the most fundamental key grammar points needed for every single topic area.  These include high frequency irregular verbs, reflexive verbs, possessive adjectives, adjectival agreements, comparative structures, negative structures, reference to past, present and future.

	This topic appears on the AQA spec in Theme 2 and is the 7th module of the GCSE condensed curriculum resources. It covers and allows for revision of some of the most fundamental tenses and opinion phrases needed for every single topic area.  It includes a focus on the different tenses for use by the student to show activities and opinions in different time phrases. Modal verbs in the present tense are a focus to express obligation. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.
 
The writing and speaking exam may require students to give personal information and also detailed viewpoints backed up by reasons about charity and voluntary work of themselves and others. 
The reading and listening exam may require students to use scanning, skimming, inference and deduction to identify and understand key details about the voluntary and charity work of others and their opinions on volunteering.
Students will be able to:
Give an example of voluntary/charity work I do now. 
Describe why it is important to do charity/volunteer work. 
Give an example of voluntary/charity work I used to do.
Give an example of charity work I have just done

	This topic is a complex one and is sequenced as number 8 out of 10.  
The writing and speaking exam may require students to explain their concerns about environmental activities and what can be done to support it.  Students may need to refer to recent activities with family, what can be done to support their local area and also what should/could be done to be more environmentally friendly. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.
The reading and listening exam may require students to use scanning, skimming, inference and deduction to identify and understand key details about people, their opinions, their relationships and their viewpoints on marriage and partnerships.
Students will be able to:
