	Students will explore the production features from the professional work A Linha Curva in order to understand how they may use these to show stimulus, audience understanding & choreographic intent.

Students will gain an understanding of the different contemporary dance styles so that they better understand different cultural styles.

Students will analyse a variety of production features in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate Brazilian culture dance. 

Students will analyse the production features, movement and choreographic components in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate the culture of Brazilian dance. 

Students understand the definitions of the key dance terminology used in analysing A Linha Curva so they can effectively communicate how it enhances the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent.  
	Students will explore the production features from the professional work Within Her Eyes in order to gain understanding how they may use these to show stimulus, audience understanding & choreographic intent.

Students will gain an understanding of how the contemporary dance style uses contact work in order to show the stimulus, choreographic intent and enhance the audiences understanding of the piece. 

Students will gather an understanding how dance for film could enhance the performance and the audience’s understanding or limit the understanding of the performance compared to a live performance.  

Students will analyse the production features, movement and choreographic components in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate the professional work that demonstrates contemporary dance with contact work.

Students understand the key dance terminology and the definitions used in analysing Within Her Eyes so they can effectively communicate how it enhances the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and stimulus.  
	Students will explore the production features from the professional work Shadows in order to gain understanding how they may use these to show stimulus, audience understanding & choreographic intent.

Students will gain an understanding of how the contemporary dance style neo-classical (ballet and contemporary) shows the stimulus, choreographic intent and enhance the audiences understanding of the piece. 

Students will analyse a variety of production features in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate an historical time period (Second World War). 

Students will analyse the production features, movement and choreographic components in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate the professional work that demonstrates the neo-classical dance style.

Students understand the key dance terminology and the definitions used in analysing Shadows so they can effectively communicate how it enhances the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and stimulus.  
	Students will explore the production features from the professional work Infra in order to gain understanding how they may use these to show stimulus, audience understanding & choreographic intent.

Students will gain an understanding of how the fusion of the classical ballet dance style and contemporary dance style shows the stimulus, choreographic intent and enhance the audiences understanding of the piece. 

Students will analyse a variety of production features in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate an historical event (2005 London Bombings).

Students will gain an understanding of how using technology as a production feature in a professional work can enhance the audiences understanding and their appreciation of the work. 

Students will analyse the production features, movement and choreographic components in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate the professional work that demonstrates the classical ballet dance style.

Students understand the key dance terminology and the definitions used in analysing Infra so they can effectively communicate how it enhances the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and stimulus.  
	Students will explore the production features from the professional work Infra in order to gain understanding how they may use these to show stimulus, audience understanding & choreographic intent.

Students will analyse the production features, movement and choreographic components in order to effectively appreciate and evaluate the professional work that demonstrates the urban hip-hop dance style.

Students understand the key dance terminology and the definitions used in analysing Emancipation of Expressionism so they can effectively communicate how it enhances the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and stimulus.  



	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Students will have already embodied working in unison and working in large groups. They will have a basic understanding of rhythm/timing in dance. 

Students will have gathered an understanding of some dance styles such as the Hakka and ballroom. They also have a basic understanding of dance rhythm, complexity of movement whilst performing a group. 

Some students will have a broader understanding of a vast range of dance styles and have experience of performing live in a group setting or as an individual performer. 
	Students will have already danced in groups of 4-6 dancers. From previous term students understand mixing a variety of rhythmical timing (slow to fast and abrupt to flowing) in a dance. 

Students have a basic understanding of the contemporary dance style and what it consists of.

Students know basic dance appreciation skills to critically evaluate a professional work in order to know how it supports the audience’s understanding of the piece, the stimulus and the choreographic intent.  






	Students will have already danced in duets. From previous term students understand how to use contact work including lifts safely in a performance in order to enhance the audiences understanding and self-appreciation of the professional work. 

Students have a basic understanding of the critical evaluative questions in the written paper asks them to gather their understanding of the professional works stimulus, choreographic intent and how it enhances the audiences understanding. 

Students are confident on how to analyse the production features in a professional work in order to critically evaluate and appreciate the work further. 

	Some students will have a broader understanding of the classical ballet dance styles and the terminology used. Some students have experience of performing in this genre. 

Students have a good understanding of the critical evaluative questions in the written paper asks them to gather their understanding of the professional works stimulus, choreographic intent and how it enhances the audiences understanding. 

Students are becoming assertive and independent when analysing the production features in a professional work in order to critically evaluate and appreciate the work further.


	Some students will have a broader understanding of the inclusive contemporary dance styles and have experience of performing live in a group that has disabled and non-disabled dancers in. 

Students have a basic understanding of how to analyse and critical evaluative a professional work to answer extended answer questions in the written paper in order to gather their understanding of the professional works stimulus, choreographic intent and how it enhances the audiences understanding. 
	Some students will have a broader understanding of the hip-hop dance styles and have experience of performing the dance style in a live setting.

Students have a good understanding of how to analyse and critical evaluative a professional work to answer extended answer questions in the written paper in order to gather their understanding of the professional works stimulus, choreographic intent and how it enhances the audiences understanding.

	Assessment activities



	Students perform a 2-minute performance in week 5 to assess their understanding of the Brazilian dance style and how it supports the audience’s understanding of the professional work.

Feedback from the performance assessment is given to the students in the AQA duet/trio marking grids format and the CLA format. 

Students carry out a written assessment in half term 2 (week 1) to assess the knowledge been embedded.  

Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical and theoretical understanding of how the choreographic intention and stimulus are shown in A Linha Curva in order to enhance the audience appreciation of the work. 

After teacher performance assessment reteach occurs in week 6 and 7 on: 
· The key facts of A Linha Curva. 
· How the production features of the work support the audiences understanding and/of the choreographic intent. 
To prepare students for the written teacher assessment in half team 2 (week 1). 

Reteach of this topic will also occur every half term in week 4/5 until half term 6 to prepare the students of the end of year written assessments. 
	Students carry out a written assessment in half term 3 (week 1) to assess the knowledge been embedded on A Linha Curva and Within Her Eyes.  

Feedback from the written assessment is given to the students in the AQA Dance Appreciation marking grids format and the CLA format.

Written feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their theoretical understanding of how the choreographic intention and stimulus are shown in Within Her Eyes in order to enhance the audience appreciation of the work.

After written assessment reteach occurs in week 6 and 7 on:

Feedback from the written assessment is given to the students in the AQA Dance Appreciation marking grids format and the CLA format.

Written feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their theoretical understanding of how the choreographic intention and stimulus are shown in Shadows in order to enhance the audience appreciation of the work.

After written assessment reteach occurs in week 6 and 7 on:

· How the production features of the works support the audiences understanding and/of the choreographic intent. 
To prepare students for the written teacher assessment in half team 4 (week 1). 

Reteach of Shadows, Within Her Eyes and A Linha Curva will also occur every half term in week 4/5 until half term 6 to prepare the students for the end of year written assessments.
	Students carry out a written assessment in half term 5 (week 1) to assess the knowledge been embedded on A Linha Curva, Within Her Eyes, Shadows and Infra.  

Feedback from the written assessment is given to the students in the AQA Dance Appreciation marking grids format and the CLA format.

Written feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their theoretical understanding of how the choreographic intention and stimulus are shown in Infra in order to enhance the audience appreciation of the work.

After written assessment reteach occurs in week 6 and 7 on: 
· The key facts of Infra, Shadows, Within Her Eyes and A Linha Curva. 
· How the production features of the works support the audiences understanding and/of the choreographic intent. 
To prepare students for the written teacher assessment in half team 5 (week 1). 

Reteach of Infra, Shadows, Within Her Eyes and A Linha Curva will also occur every half term in week 4/5 until half term 6 to prepare the students for the end of year written assessments.
	Students carry out a written assessment in half term 6 (week 1) to assess the knowledge been embedded on A Linha Curva, Within Her Eyes, Shadows, Infra and Artificial Things.  

Feedback from the written assessment is given to the students in the AQA Dance Appreciation marking grids format and the CLA format.

Written feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their theoretical understanding of how the choreographic intention and stimulus are shown in Artificial Things in order to enhance the audience appreciation of the work.

After written assessment reteach occurs in week 6 and 7 on: 
· The key facts of Artificial Things, Infra, Shadows, Within Her Eyes and A Linha Curva. 
· How the production features of the works support the audiences understanding and/of the choreographic intent. 
To prepare students for the written teacher assessment in half team 6 (week 1). 

Reteach of Artificial Things, Infra, Shadows, Within Her Eyes and A Linha Curva will also occur in week 3 in half term 6 to prepare the students for the end of year written assessments.


	Students carry out a written assessment in week 4 to assess the knowledge been embedded on A Linha Curva, Within Her Eyes, Shadows, Infra, Artificial Things and Emancipation of Expression.  

Feedback from the written assessment is given to the students in the AQA Dance Appreciation marking grids format and the CLA format.

Written feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their theoretical understanding of how the choreographic intention and stimulus are shown in Emancipation of Expression in order to enhance the audience appreciation of the work.

After written assessment reteach will occur in week 3 on: 
· The key facts of Emancipation of Expression, Artificial Things, Infra, Shadows, Within Her Eyes and A Linha Curva. 
· How the production features of the works support the audiences understanding and/of the choreographic intent. 
To prepare students for a written teacher assessment in week 4 based on all information studied on all the 6 professional works. 

After teacher assessment reteach will occur on the information and production features of the 6 professional works based on the CLA data.  

Students will carry out the summative assessment in the end of year written assessment week 6/7 of this half term.

Why this topic is important…

	Students gather an understanding of how A Linha Curva shows different dance styles and how it reflects the culture of Brazil.
 
Overall, students know how to use dance to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format about the Brazilian culture. 
	Students can read and breakdown evaluative questions on professional dance works to overall have an appreciation of dance. 

Students gather an understanding of the health and safety when using contact work/lifts. 

Overall, students how to use dance to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format about how to promote a healthy human relationship to an audience.
	Students have an understanding how historical time periods and social classes can be communicated in a dance.

Students gather an understanding of how to use dance to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format a variety of human emotions and a healthy family relationship.    
	Students have an understanding how historical event can be communicated in a dance.

Students gather an understanding of how to use dance to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format a variety of human emotions and relationships in a reaction being involved in a historical event. 

Overall, students have an appreciation of the ballet genre that perhaps they have not been exposed to previously. 
	Students gather an understanding of the importance of inclusive contemporary dance in society. 

Students understand dance equality and how everyone should be able to access dance. 

Overall, students how to use dance to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format the thoughts/feelings of limitations and resolutions disabled people face in society to an audience.

	Overall, students how to use dance to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format the events of the growth of a human through their life span and how they express themselves in a physical manner.
