	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	To begin to choreograph a dance using the choreographic processes.  
	To use and understand how aural setting can be used to enhance the communication of a choreography. 
	To understand the importance of choreographic devices. 
	To understand the importance of structuring devices and the performance environment in the final stages of creating a choreographic piece. 

	Components



	Students will learn how to respond creatively to an externally set stimulus prescribed by the AQA exam board. 

Students will choreograph/create their own dance as either a solo dancer dance for a duration of 2-2½ minutes or a group dance (2-5 dancers) for a duration of 3-3½ minutes.

Students will embody and apply the dance choreographic processes whilst creating the dance. 

Students will understand and communicate how their choreography based on a stimulus contributed to the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and how it has developed from the chosen stimuli.  

Students will gain an understanding of how their chose of action, spatial, dynamic and relationship content for their choreography, demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.

Students will gain knowledge and understanding of the choreographic process and the action, spatial, dynamic and relationship content demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding in a written compression format.  
	Students will learn the importance of the aural setting to overall enhances the audiences understanding of their choreography. 

Students will learn the 8 different aural settings that could be included in their choreography to enhance the communication of their choreography. 

Students will learn the effects on chorographic outcomes when using a selected aural setting. 

Students will understand where to select aural setting and which type of aural setting is appropriate for their choreography. 

Students will understand and communicate how their chosen aural setting for their choreography, based on a stimulus contributed to the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and how it has developed from the chosen stimuli.  

Students will gain knowledge and understanding of the aural settings and how their selection of aural setting supports the audiences understanding in a written compression format.  
	Students will learn the importance of choreographic devices when creating their own choreography and how it will overall enhance the audiences understanding of their choreography.

Students will learn the 7 choreographic devices that will be included in their choreography to create a dance and to enhance the communication of their choreography. 

Students will embody and apply the choreographic devices whilst creating the dance. 

Students will understand and communicate how their choreography choices of the choreographic devices contribute to the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and how it has developed from the chosen stimuli.  
 
Students will gain knowledge and understanding of the choreographic devices and how it supports the audiences understanding in a written compression format.  

	Students will learn the importance of the structuring devices and performance environment when finalising their own choreography and how it will overall enhance the audiences understanding of their choreography.

Students will learn the 9 structuring devices and 4 performance environments that will be included in their choreography to enhance the communication of their choreography. 

Students will embody and apply the structuring devices and form whilst finalising their choreography. 

Students will learn the importance of structuring and form in the finalising of their choreography and if it contributes to the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and how it has developed from the chosen stimuli.  

Students will learn the importance of location of the choreography in the finalising of their dance and if it contributes to the audiences understanding of the choreographic intent and how it has developed from the chosen stimuli.  

Students will gain knowledge and understanding of the structuring and form and performance environment and how it supports the audiences understanding in a written compression format. 

Students will learn how to create a programme note that will contribute to audience’s understanding of the choreography and how it related to their chosen question. 

	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Some students will have already embodied working in groups to create their own choreography.  

Some students will have a broader understanding of a vast range of choreographic skills of the choreographic processes when creating a dance and have experience of showcasing their choreography live in a group setting or as an individual performer/choreographer.  
	Some students will have a broader understanding of a vast range of appropriate aural setting and the importance of the aural setting when choreographing. 

Students have the knowledge of how to write comprehensively on how their choreography enhances the audiences understanding through the written tasks in half term1. 
	Students will have basic knowledge on motif development as it was lightly explored in half term1 – Choreographic processes. 

Some students will have a broader understanding of the choreographic devices such as a motif, climax, repetition and unison when creating a dance. 
	Students will be able to communicate the journey their choreography has been on and how to self-reflect in order to improve it. 

Some students will have a broader understanding of the performance environment in-the-round if they take a drama course. 

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)



	Students will gain knowledge and importance of how to work independent to create a dance and take ownership of their own choreographic processes. 

Students will gain knowledge and experience of how to use the choreographic processes in order to create a dance for a live performance setting for in house and external performances in the community.  

Students will understand the importance of being organised and communicating correctly to the dancers in their choreography. 

Students will learn how to justify their decisions as a choreography in order to showcase the stimuli/choreographic intent or the meaning of the choreography to the audience.  
	Students will gain the knowledge, experience and skills to locate their own aural setting when choreographing and ensure it set for a targeted/age range of the audience. 

Students will gain knowledge of editing their own music together to include as many of the 8 aural settings. 

Students will gain knowledge and importance of how to work independent to choose their own aural setting and take ownership of their work. 

Students will learn how to justify their decisions on their aural setting in order to showcase the stimuli/choreographic intent or the meaning of the choreography to the audience.  

	Students will gain knowledge and the importance of how to make decisions, some under pressure to create a dance and take ownership of their own way they input the choreographic devices into a dance.

Students will gain knowledge and experience of how to use the choreographic devices in order to create a dance for a live performance setting for in house and external performances in the community.  

Students will learn how to justify their decisions on their chosen format of the choreographic devices in order to showcase the stimuli/choreographic intent or the meaning of the choreography to the audience.  

 

	Students will gain the knowledge and the importance of a clear structure when choreography and taking ownership on those decisions. 

Students will gain the knowledge and the importance of the location of where the choreography is performed (performance environment) and how it will enhance the audiences understanding and experience of their choreography. 

Students will learn how to justify their decisions on their chosen structuring devices and form and performance environment in order to showcase the stimuli/choreographic intent or the meaning of the choreography to the audience.

	Assessment activities



	Students are assessed with their individual choreography. There is a choreographic assessment (called a working progress) in week 3/4 to gain written feedback from peers and class teacher. Feedback is given to the students in the same format as the choreography AQA marking criteria grid and in the CLA format. 

The assessment will check the students’ knowledge of the choreographic process and if they’ve applied it to their own choreographies.  

Another working progress (choreographic assessment) is carried out in half term 2 (week 3 and week 6/7) to indicate if feedback has been applied that students have embedded the choreographic process/skills to showcase their work. 

A final summative assessment (actual exam) of a 2-3½ minutes performance of 
individual choreography for each student in half term 4 in front of a live audience. 

All choreography assessments and the actual the exam is recorded to show progression and evidence of the complete unit as well as the students’ ability to demonstrate the choreographic process and their chosen action/spatial/dynamic and relationship content demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.
 
Students’ carryout written tasks every lesson on the reflection of their progression on the students’ use of the choreographic processes and action/spatial/dynamic/relationship content in relation to creating a dance responding to a stimulus. Students carry out a written assessment at the end of the term to assess the knowledge been embedded and how they used the choreographic processes to create a dance.   

Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical and theoretical understanding of the choreographic processes and the action/spatial/dynamic and relationship content demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.

Reteach will occur in weeks 5-7 on: 
· The choreographic process.
· How the action, spatial, dynamic and relationship content demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding in a written compression format.  

	Students are assessed with their individual choreography. There is a choreographic assessment (called a working progress) in week 3/4 to gain written feedback from peers and class teacher. Feedback is given to the students in the same format as the choreography AQA marking criteria grid and in the CLA format. The assessment will check the skills have been embedded of the aural setting and that they’re able to communicate how it enhances their choreography. 

Another working progress (choreographic assessment) is carried out in half term 3 (week 4) to indicate if feedback has been applied that students have embedded the skills learnt on aural setting in order to showcase their choreography.

A final summative assessment (actual exam) of a 2-3½ minutes performance of their individual choreography including their final aural setting choice, for each student in half term 4 in front of a live audience.
 
All choreography assessments and the actual the exam is recorded to show progression and evidence of the complete unit as well as the students’ ability to demonstrate their chosen aural setting demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding. 

Students’ carryout written tasks every lesson on the reflection of their progression on the students’ use of aural setting in relation to creating a dance responding to a stimulus. Students carry out a written assessment at the end of the term to assess the knowledge been embedded and how they used a selected aural setting to enhance the audiences understanding of the choreography. 

Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical and theoretical understanding of the variety of aural setting and it demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.

Reteach will occur in weeks 5-7 on: 
· The different types of aural setting used in dance. 
· How the aural setting can enhance the choreographic intent and relate to the stimuli/chosen question.  
	Students are assessed within a working progress in week 3/4 to gain written feedback from peers and class teacher. It checks the skills have been embedded of the choreographic devices and that they’re able to communicate how it enhances their choreography.

Feedback is given to students on the AQA choreography marking grids and the CLA format. 

Another working progress (choreographic assessment) is carried out in half term 4 (week 3) to indicate if feedback has been applied that students have embedded the skills learnt on choreographic devices in order to showcase their choreography.

A final summative assessment (actual exam) of a 2-3½ minutes performance of their individual choreography including their full choreographic devices that has been chosen, for each student in half term 4 in front of a live audience.

The choreography assessments and the actual the exam is recorded to show progression and evidence of the complete unit as well as the students’ ability to demonstrate their chosen choreographic devices and how it demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding. 

Students’ carryout written tasks every lesson on the reflection of their progression on the students’ use of choreographic devices in relation to creating a dance responding to a stimulus. Students carry out a written assessment at the end of the term to assess the knowledge been embedded and how they used choreographic devices to enhance the audiences understanding of the choreography. 

Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical and theoretical understanding of the variety of choreographic devices used and it demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.

Reteach will occur in week 5-7 on: 
· Choreographic devices used in dance. 
· How the choreographic devise are used to enhance the choreographic intent and relate to the stimuli/chosen question. 

	Students are assessed within a working progress in week 3 to gain written feedback from peers and class teacher. The assessment checks the structuring devices and performance environment been selected are clear and that they’re able to communicate how it enhances their choreography.

Feedback is given to the students on the AQA choreography marking grids and the CLA format. 

Another working progress (choreographic assessment) is week 5 to indicate if feedback has been applied that students have embedded a clear structure and form in order to showcase their choreography.

In this term is their final summative assessment which is their actual exam of a 2-3½ minutes performance of their individual choreography in a live performance setting. 

Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical and theoretical understanding of the chosen performance environment and the structuring devices used and hot both demonstrates the stimuli, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.

After teacher assessment reteach will occur on the choreographic skills required based on the CLA data.  
  
Reteach of the whole unit will be carried out every week from weeks 4-7 until the summative assessment (at the end of this half term) in front of a live audience.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	Students are able to showcase their own choreography to wider school and community based on a stimulus. 

Students are able to explore hard-hitting, serious topics that are heavily seen in the media or socially to base their choreography on. Then showcase these to bring awareness to the community of these hard-hitting topics.  

Students are able to communicate their thoughts and feelings through their own choreography in a non-verbal format. 

Students learn basic skills of researching in order to find factual information. 

Students will become confident students in instruct other dancers to create their own choreography. 

Students will learn how to improvising and feel confident in delivering that skill to their dancers.  
	Students are able to communicate the variety of aural setting able to choreography a dance that could reflect historical, social, political and cultural themes. 

Students explore how to showcase a hard-hitting, serious topics that are heavily seen in the media or socially through the aural setting. Then showcase these aural settings to bring awareness to the community. 

Students are able to communicate their thoughts and feelings through their own aural setting choice. 


	Students are able to understand the importance of problem solving when deciding on the correct choreographic devices and then given a factor that could change their choreography. Students will learn how to overcome these factors by adapting and exploring solutions to showcase their own choreography.

Students will learn the importance of self-reflection and applying feedback in order to showcase the choreographic devices in the correct format to choreography a dance.  
	Students will learn how to carryout health and safety checks and risk assessments on the chosen performance environment for their final choreography performance.

Students will gain experience of watching other dancers perform their choreography whilst they watch it live from an audience prospective.

Students will gain experience of trialling different performance environments and making decision on the location of their choreography in order to enhance the audiences understanding of the piece. 

Students will gain experience of decision making as a choreographer through trialling different structuring devices of their choreography in order to enhance the audiences understanding of the piece. 
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
