	Motifs from the Six Professional Works 

	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	How to critically evaluate and appreciate the six professional works: A Linha Curva, Within Her Eyes, Shadows, Infra, Artificial Things and Emancipation of Expressionism through the movement explored in the pieces – Recapping key information on the professional works.   

How the structure, choreographic devices and choreographic approach supports the enhancement of the understanding of the stimulus and choreographic intent of the 6 professional works. 


	Components



	Students will learn the motifs from the six professional works: A Linha Curva, Within Her Eyes, Shadows, Infra, Artificial Things and Emancipation of Expressionism, in order to understand how they may use these to show stimulus, audience understanding & choreographic intent.

Students will recap/retain/train the understanding of the different contemporary, use of contact work, neo-classical (ballet & contemporary), classical ballet, inclusive contemporary dance and urban hip-hop dance styles to support different cultural styles. Alongside how the styles/movements show the stimulus, choreographic intent and enhance the audiences understanding of the piece.

Students will explore how the choreographic approach, choreographic devices and structuring devices of the choreography/movement enhanced the audience’s understanding of the stimulus and the choreographic intent. 


	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Students in year 10 have underlying knowledge of the stimulus, choreographic intent and how the production features enhance the audiences understanding of the piece.

Students have basic understanding of the key movements/terms used in the dance styles seen in each professional work.  

Students will have gained confidence and strength in their movement memory and embodying movement at a fast pace.

Students have a good understanding of how to analyse and critical evaluative a professional work to answer extended answer questions in the written paper in order to gather their understanding of the professional works stimulus, choreographic intent and how it enhances the audiences understanding.

Students are becoming assertive and independent when analysing the production features in a professional work in order to critically evaluate and appreciate the work further.
 

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)



	Students will put a series of movements together to be able to put a remake of each professional work in live performance piece together.  

Students will be able to choreograph a dance using contact work and lifts. 

Students will be able to work in duets to carrying out a lifting sequence where one dancer never touches the floor, similar to the professional work.  

Students will be able to appreciate the limitations and adaptation of movement for a professional work to make it inclusive for both disabled and non-disabled dancers to perform together.

	Assessment activities



	Students perform a 2-minute performance in week 5 to assess their understanding of the movement style, dance styles, choreographic approach, choreographic devices and structuring devices and how it supports the audience’s understanding of the six professional works – All movement performed in one segment. 

Students carry out a written assessment in half term 5 (Week 1) to assess the knowledge been embedded on the movement style, dance styles, choreographic approach, choreographic device and structuring devices and how these contributed to the understanding of the stimulus and choreographic intent of each professional work.

Feedback from the written assessment is given to the students in the AQA Dance Appreciation marking grids format and the CLA format.

Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical and theoretical understanding of how the choreographic intention and stimulus are shown in the six professional works in order to enhance the audience appreciation of the work.

After written assessment reteach will occur in half term 5 week 2 and 3 on: 
· The key facts of Emancipation of Expression, Artificial Things, Infra, Shadows, Within Her Eyes and A Linha Curva. 
· How the movement style, choreographic approach, structuring devices, choreographic devices and dance style of the works support the audiences understanding and/or the choreographic intent. 

After teacher assessment reteach will occur on the information and production features of the 6 professional works based on the CLA data.  

Students will carry out the summative assessment in the real GCSE Component 2 – written exam in half term 6 week 2.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	Students gather an understanding of how A Linha Curva shows different dance styles and how it reflects the culture of Brazil. Students know how to use dance to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format about the Brazilian culture.

Students can watch and breakdown movement from professional dance works to overall have an appreciation of dance. 

Students gather an understanding of the health and safety when using contact work/lifts. 

Students have an understanding how historical time periods and social classes can be communicated in the movement style and dance styles. 

Students have an appreciation of the ballet genre that perhaps they have not been exposed to previously.

Students understand dance equality and how everyone should be able to access dance by adapting the movement style to support everyone’s needs. 

Students have an appreciation and the tools to use movement to communicate to the audience in a non-verbal format the events of the growth of a human through their life span and how they express themselves in a physical manner.

Students to connect to movement style and dance styles that is the most common dance style used in an urban society in order for people to express how they feel and the life journey they have encountered. 

Students gain an insight into how the performing industry auditions work and how fast pace the embodying of movement needs to be in order to gain a role within a professional work.
