Students will learn the definitions for physical skills, expressive skills and mental skills used during a performance in order to recall them for their written exam. 

	Students will learn how to answer 3x 6-maker questions based on their performance and choreographic skills in a written comprehension format.

Students will apply the knowledge gained in practical performance unit in year 10 to answer 6-marker questions on how their use of performance skills contributed to their overall performance of the set phrases and duet/trio.

	Assessment activities



	Students will carry out a written assessment week 5/6 based on how to answer 1-3 marker questions based on a hypothetical stimulus, how to write your choreographed dance based on that stimulus and safe practice. 

Assessment will be based on short-answer question – 1-3 markers. 

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands.  
 
After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 6-7 and half term 3 (week 1) on:  
· How to write down a choreographed dance based on a hypothetical stimulus given. 
· How the technical skills and choreographic skills support the understanding of the choreographic intent and relates to the stimulus given. 
· How to answer a 1-3 marker question based on safe execution and safe dance practice. 
  
Reteach of this topic will be carried out week 4 in half terms 3 and 4 of the whole component 2 to support the embedding of knowledge for students to carry out the final written paper exam in half term 6. 
  
Students will carry out the summative assessment in half term 6 in their component 2 written exam. 
	Students will carry out a written assessment week 5/6 based on how to answer 6 marker questions based on reflections of their own performances and choreographic skills embedded on the course and how to write this in a written compression format. 

Assessment will be based on short-answer question – 6 markers. 

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 6-marker question. 

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 6-7 and half term 4 (week 1) on:  
· The technical skills and choreographic skills students have used in both performance and choreographic elements of the course. 
· How to write how the technical skills and choreographic skills used in the course supported their performances and choreographic pieces.  
· How to answer a 6-marker question based own performance and choreographic work.  

Reteach of this topic will be carried out week 4 in half terms 4 of the whole component 2 to support the embedding of knowledge for students to carry out the final written paper exam in half term 6. 

Students will carry out the summative assessment in half term 6 in their component 2 written exam.

	Students will carry out a written assessment week 5 based on answer 12 marker questions based on the production features of the 6 professional works and how it enhances the audiences understanding and/of the choreographic intent. 

Assessment will be based on long-answer question – 12 markers. 

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 12-marker question. 

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 6 on:  
· How to answer long answer questions – 12 marker questions based on the 6 professional works. 
· How the production features of each professional work enhance the audiences understanding and/of the choreographic intent.  

Students will carry out another written assessment after the reteach in week 6 and given feedback by the CLA format and the AQA marking bands for a 12-marker question. 

Reteach of this whole component will be throughout half term 5 and 6 to support the embedding of knowledge for students to carry out the final written paper exam in half term 6. Students will use practice papers when reteach occurs in half term 5 and 6. 

Students will carry out the summative assessment in half term 6 in their component 2 written exam.
