	Components



	Students will learn the key information on Rooster – Such as choreographer, premiere date for Rambert, accompaniment composer and origins of the dance. 

Students will gain knowledge through critically analysing and evaluating the 8 dance sections of Rooster.

Students will learn how to analyse the constituent features seen in each dance section and how they reflect the themes and the subject matters of the piece.

Students will learn the transitions between each section and critically analyse how they demonstrate the themes and subject matters.  

Students will learn the significance of characters of the dance. 

Students will learn the form/structure of the dance. 

Students will learn how to structure a 1-6 marker question on Rooster. 

Students will embody the movement content for each section from Rooster.

Students explore the historical, social, cultural and political factors in the 1960’s (the time period Rooster was based on). 
	Students will gain knowledge on Christopher Bruce’s background, influences, choreographic style, movement style and stylistic features. 

Students will learn how to critically analyse how Christopher Bruce’s background, influences, choreographic style, movement style and stylistic features are demonstrated in all 8 sections of Rooster. 

Students will gain knowledge on three other professional works of Christopher Bruce’s that was performed by Rambert Dance Company – Cruel Gardens, Ghost Dances, and Swansong and how these works compare (similarities and differences) with Rooster. 
 
Students will gain knowledge on the historical, social, political and culture factors that could influence Christopher Bruce and his other works. 
Students will gain knowledge on how to structure a 25-marker questions on how Christopher Bruce and the professional works he has choreographed for Rambert Dance Company. 

	Students will learn the timeline including professional works, choreographers and artistic directorships of Rambert Dance Company from its origins to 2002. 

Students will gain knowledge on the policies of Rambert Dance Company and how they changed/developed from 1966-2002. 

Students will learn how these policies were developed/changed/influenced within Rambert Dance Company due to artistic directorship changes. Students will learn that these changes/developments are company size, touring and inhouse performers/choreographers and techniques.     

Students will learn how the historical, social, cultural and political factors contributed to the development of Rambert Dance Company from 1966-2002. 
Students will gain knowledge on how to structure a 25-marker questions on how Rambert Dance Company developed from 1966-2002.

	Assessment activities



	Students will carry out a written assessment towards the end of the half term (week 5/6) on Rooster.  

Assessment will be based on short answer questioned which include 5-6 marker.

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for 5-6 marker questions.

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 6-7 and half term 2 (week 1) on: 
· How to answer short answer questions - 4, 5 and 6 marker question based on themes and subject matters of Rooster. 
· How the constituent features show the evidence of this. 
 
Reteach will be carried out every 4 weeks in year 12 and 13 of whole component 2 to support the embedding of knowledge for students to carry out the final written paper exam in June 2023.  
	Students will carry out a written assessment towards the end of the half term (week 5/6) on the knowledge gained in both half term 1 and 2. 

Assessment will be based on short and long answer questions which includes 6 and 12 marker questions.

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for 6 and 12-marker questions. 

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 6-7 and half term 3 (week 1) on: 
· How to answer a 6 marker and 12 marker question based on Christopher Bruce’s influences.
· How the constituent features show the choreographer’s influences. 
 
Reteach will be carried out every 4 weeks in year 12 and 13 of the whole component 2 to embed the knowledge ready for the final written paper exam in June 2023.  
	Students will carry out a written assessment towards the end of the half term (week 6/7) on the knowledge gained in half term 1, 2 & 3. 

Assessment will be based on long answer questions which includes 25 marker questions only. 

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 25-marker question.

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in half term 4 (week 1) on: 
· How to answer long answer questions – 25 marker questions based on the developments of Rambert. 
· How the historical, social, cultural, and political factors impacted on the developments of the company.  
 
Reteach will be carried out every 4 weeks in year 12 and 13 of the whole component 2 to embed the knowledge ready for the final written paper exam in June 2023.  
	Students will carry out a written assessment towards the end of the half term (week 6) on the knowledge gained in half term 1, 2, 3 & 4. 

Assessment will be based on long answer questions which includes 25 maker questions only. 

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 25-marker question.

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 7 and half term 5 (week 1) on: 
· How to answer long answer questions – 25 marker questions based on how the named practitioner Glen Tetley developed the company.

· How the constituent features in his works show these developments. 

Reteach will be carried out every 4 weeks in half term 6 and every 4 weeks in year 13 of the whole component 2 to embed the knowledge ready for the final written paper exam in June 2023.  
	Students will carry out a written assessment towards the end of the half term (week 5 &6) on the knowledge gained throughout the whole unit. 

Assessment will be based on a mixture of short and long answer questions which includes 4-25 maker questions. To replicate the real written paper sat in year 13.  

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for 4-25-marker questions. 


After teacher assessment reteach will occur on the topics required based on the CLA data.  Reteach will occur in weeks 6-7.  
 
Reteach of the whole unit will be carried out every 4 weeks in year 13 of the whole component 2 to embed the knowledge ready for the final written paper exam in June 2023.

	Students are able to discuss how Richard Alston changed and developed Rambert Dance Company in a vast amount between 1986-1992 and how these changes made an impact on the image of the company. From changing the name of the company to the technique trained-Cunningham technique replaced Graham technique. 

Students are able to gain an understand of how a dancer’s/choreographer’s background and life experiences shape their own movement style, stylistic features and choreographic style. Furthermore, a deeper understanding of that these life experiences and the practitioner’s personal background can also have an influence on the development of Rambert Dance Company from 1966-2002. 

This named practitioner allows the students to appreciate and understand professional works that are abstract in a critically constructive manner without being passive towards the works as they are in an unfamiliar format to what they have studied before.
