	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	To understand how to explore selection of movement components by choreograph (without performing in the dance) a 3-4 minutes dance piece on 3-5 dancers based on an externally set task. 
	To understand how to experiment with choreography through manipulation of movement components and structuring of movement material. 
	To understand how to use aural setting, physical setting and the dancers appropriately in relation to creating a group choreography showing the idea(s). 

	Components



	Students will learn the skills required to communicate and choreograph with dancers a 3-4 minutes dance piece based on one of the three questions prescribed by AQA. 

Students will learn the role of a choreographer and what makes an exceptional choreographer in order to create an original piece of choreography that they will not be performing in. 

Students will learn will explore through research all 3 prescribed questions and undergo a project presentation in order to pick their final choreography question.

Students will learn the importance of the selection of the three movement components. 

Students will recap the choreographic process and other choreographic skills embedded in the GCSE dance component 1 - choreography unit. 

Students will learn the importance of a rehearsal process and how it supports the dancers learning the choreography. 
	Students will recap/gain (depending on previous background) the knowledge of the choreographic devices learnt in the GCSE Dance – choreographic unit in year 11. 

Students will learn the importance of variation in order to manipulate movement components for their choreography. 

Students will learn how to experiment with different choreographic methods in order to create and manipulate movement components for their choreography. 

Students will recap/gain knowledge on the structuring devices learnt in the GCSE Dance – choreographic unit in year 11.

Students will learn choreographic techniques/approaches such as chance and improvisation in order to create their own choreography through experimentation.  

	Students will recap/gain (depending on previous background) the knowledge of the aural setting learnt in the GCSE Dance – choreographic unit in year 11. 

Students will learn the importance of physical setting and the use of dancers in their choreography. 

Students will learn how to experiment with a variety of physical setting, aural setting and use of dancers in order to create their choreography that explores their chosen question. 

Students will recap/gain knowledge on the relationship between the aural setting and the movement learnt in the year 12 component 2 -critically engagement unit. 

Students will learn the importance of call and response, the consideration for tempo and rhythm within the relationship with the movement. 

Students will learn how to source the physical settings and how to organise a showcase of their choreography. 

Students will learn how to adapt and experiment with choreographing/showcasing the performance in the studio and non-studio investigations. 

Students will learn how to create a programme note that will contribute to audience’s understanding of the choreography and how it related to their chosen question.  

	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Students have previous knowledge of the choreographic skills used in dance in year 11, the choreography unit. 

Students are aware of the choreographic process in order to create a dance from previously learning the topic in year 11. 

Students have completed a choreography in year 11 were they could have performed in the piece and it had in 1-5 dancers within the choreography. They’ve had experience of choreographing and some performing the choreography for the duration of 2-3½ minutes. 
	Some students will have a broader understanding of a vast range of choreographing techniques. 

Students have previous knowledge of choreographic devices and structuring devices from the choreographic unit in year 11. 


	Students will have previous knowledge of the aural setting that can be used within creating a choreographic piece. 

Students will have previous knowledge on how to create a programme note in order to support the audience’s understanding of their choreography and chosen question. 

Student know the different types of physical setting as it was explored in the year 12 component 2: Critically engagement unit. 

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)



	Students are able to discuss their use of selection of movement components in their choreography and explain how it relates to their chosen choreographic questions. In order to relate this selection of movement to the choice of aural setting, dancers physical setting further on in the unit. 

Students are able to analyse their selection of movement in their choreography and they could use the same critically analyse in their component 2 written paper units which co-insides with this unit in year 13. 
	Students are able to discuss how their chosen choreographic techniques/approaches, manipulation of the movement components and structuring of the movement material relates to their chosen question. In order to relate these choices to the use of aural setting, dancers physical setting further on in the unit. 

Students are able to analyse their manipulation of movement components, choreographic approaches/techniques and structuring of the movement in their choreography and they could use the same critically analyse in their component 2 written paper units which co-insides with this unit in year 13.
	Students will gain the knowledge and the importance of the experimenting and rehearsing a variety of studio a non-studio through investigations. 
 
Students will learn how to justify their decisions on their chosen physical settings, use of dancers and use of aural setting in order to showcase the stimuli/question/choreographic intent or the meaning of the choreography to the audience.

Students are able to use these choreographic and decision-making skills to degree level units.

	Assessment activities



	Students are assessed with their individual choreography and project presentations. There is a choreographic assessment (called a working progress) in week 3/4 to gain written feedback from peers and class teacher. Feedback is given to the students in the same format as the choreography AQA marking criteria grid and in a CLA format.  
 
Another working progress (choreographic assessment) is carried out in half term 3 (week 3 and week 6/7) to indicate if feedback has been applied that students have embedded the selection of movement component and if they can justify/demonstrate evidence of it in a showcase of their work.  

A final summative assessment (actual exam) of a 3–4-minute performance of their individual choreography for each student in half term 4 in front of a live examiner.  

 All choreography assessments and the actual the exam is recorded to show progression and evidence of the complete unit as well as the students’ ability to demonstrate their progression of their choreography and their selection of the movement components to demonstrate the stimuli/question, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding. 
  
Students carryout written tasks every lesson on the reflection of their progression on the students use of the choreographic processes and their selection of movement components in relation to creating a dance responding to a stimulus/question. 
 
Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical understanding of the choreographic processes and the selection of the movement components to demonstrate the stimuli/question, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.

Reteach will occur in weeks 5-7 on: 
· How movement components (action, spatial, dynamic and relationship content) can demonstrate a chosen stimuli when choreographing a dance.  

	Students are assessed practically in week 3/4 to gain written feedback from peers and class teacher on how they have used a choreographic approach method to begin to choreograph in response to their chosen question/stimuli. Feedback is given to the students on the AQA marking criteria grids and in a CLA format. 

Another working progress (choreographic assessment) is carried out in half term 3 (week 3 and week 6.7) to indicate if feedback has been applied that students have embedded the choreographic approaches/techniques, manipulation of the movement components, structuring of the movement material and if they can justify/demonstrate evidence of it in a showcase of their work.  

A final summative assessment (actual exam) of a 3–4-minute performance of their choreography for each student in half term 4 in front of a live examiner. 
 
All choreography assessments and the actual the exam is recorded to show progression and evidence of the complete unit as well as the students’ ability to demonstrate their progression of their choreography and their use of choreographic approaches/techniques, manipulation of the movement components, structuring of the movement material
to demonstrate the stimuli/question, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding.

Reteach will occur in weeks 5-7 on: 
· Practical understanding of the choreographic processes. 
· The use of choreographic approaches/techniques, manipulation of the movement components, structuring of the movement material to demonstrate the stimuli/question, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding. 

	Students are assessed in week 3 or 4 to gain written feedback from peers and class teacher. In the working progress (choreographic assessment) it will indicate if feedback has been applied that students have embedded the choreographic decisions of aural setting, physical setting and the use of dancers into their choreography and if they can justify/demonstrate evidence of it in a showcase of their work. Feedback is given to the students on the AQA marking criteria grids and in a CLA format.    

A final summative assessment (actual exam) of a 3–4-minute performance of their choreography for each student in half term 4 in front of a live external examiner. 
 
All choreography assessments and the actual the exam is recorded to show progression and evidence of the
complete unit as well as the students’ ability to demonstrate their progression of their choreography and if their decisions of aural setting, physical setting and the use of dancers into their choreography
demonstrates the stimuli/question, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding. 

Students carryout written tasks every lesson on the reflection of their progression on the students use of the choreographic processes and their decision on decisions of their choice pf aural setting, physical setting and the use of dancers into their choreography in relation to creating a dance responding to a stimulus/question. 
 
Verbal feedback is given to students individually throughout the learning process to improve their practical understanding of the choreographic processes and the use of aural setting, physical setting and the use of dancers in their choreography demonstrates the stimuli/question, choreographic intent or supports the audiences understanding. 

After teacher assessment reteach will occur on the choreographic skills required based on the CLA data.  Reteach will occur in week 5/6. Then another assessment is carried out week 6/7 to check the skills are embedded before half term 4. 
  
Reteach of the whole unit will be carried out every week until the summative assessment half term 4, in front of the live external examiner.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	Students are able to showcase their own choreography to wider school and community based on a stimulus/question.  
 
Students are able to explore the role of a choreographer in the industry and the importance of role when organising a production. 
 
Students are able to communicate their thoughts and feelings through their own choreography in a non-verbal format.  
 
Students learn complex skills of researching in order to find factual information and how to reference the information they have found to avoid plagiarism.  
 
Students will become independent to organise and instruct other dancers whilst creating the choreography.  
 
Students will learn how to give a project presentation in dance in order to vocalise and demonstrate how their choreographic ideas relate to their chosen question. 
	Students are able to understand the importance of problem solving when deciding on the correct choreographic approaches/techniques, manipulation of the movement components, structuring of the movement material to underpin their choreography choices and then any given a factor that could change their choreography. Students will learn how to overcome these factors by adapting and exploring solutions to showcase their own choreography. 
 
Students will learn the importance of self-reflection and applying feedback in order to showcase the use of manipulation of the movement components, structuring of the movement material in the correct format to choreography a dance.

Students are able to make choreographic decision based on trial and error experimental choreographic approaches/techniques. Students are also learning how to adapt to the dancers they’re choreographing on what manipulation of the movement components and structuring of the movement material best showcase them to their exceptional potential. 

	Students will gain experience of watching other dancers perform their choreography whilst they watch it live from an audience prospective. 
 
Students will gain experience of experimenting with studio and non-studio performance rehearsal spaces and making decision on the location of their choreography in order to enhance the audiences understanding of the piece.  
 
Students will gain experience of decision making as a choreographer through trialling different aural setting, physical setting and use of dancers of their choreography in order to enhance the audiences understanding of the piece. 

Students are able to write their own programme note in order to enhance the audience’s understanding of their choreography and the journey/choreographic process the choreography has voyaged. 
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
