Students will gain knowledge on two other professional works of Gene Kelly’s that showed a development of the American Jazz Dance style – Anchor’s Aweigh and On The Town and how these works compare (similarities and differences) with Singin’ In The Rain. 
 
Students will gain knowledge on the historical, social, political and culture factors that could influence Gene Kelly and his other works. 
Students will gain knowledge on how to structure a 25-marker questions on how Gene Kelly and the professional works he has choreographed that demonstrate a development within the American Jazz Dance style from 1940-1975. 


	What pupils should already know
(Prior learning components)


	Some students will have a broader understanding of the modern dance style which is a similar dance style to the American Jazz Dance style. 

Students have knowledge of the British jazz style seen in Rambert Dane Company as previously studied it in year 12. 

Students have a brief understanding of the American Jazz Dance style, the practitioner Gene Kelly and the professional set work Singin’ In The Rain and how they have developed the American Jazz Dance style from 1940-1975. 
	Students have previous knowledge on the characteristics of the American Jazz dance style and how it has been developed from the early 1800’s to 1975. 

Some students will have a broader knowledge on Oklahoma after watching it live on stage or on through of media outlets and some may have experience performing Oklahoma on stage.  
	Students will have previous knowledge on how the previous named practitioner influenced the development the American Jazz Dance style from 1940-1975 and how might that develop this next practitioner-Jerome Robbins. 

Some students will have a broader knowledge on West Side Story after watching it live on stage or on through of media outlets and some may have experience performing West Side Story on stage.  

Students have prior knowledge of the narrative of Fancy Free as it is the same narrative of Gene Kelly’s On The Town which the students analysed in half term 2. 

Students already have a proficient understand and ability to write a 25-marker question using the IDEA structure. 
	Students will have previous knowledge on how the previous named practitioner influenced the development the American Jazz Dance style from 1940-1975 and how might that develop this next practitioner-Bob Fosse. 

Some students will have a broader knowledge on Chicago after watching it live on stage or on through of media outlets and some may have experience performing Chicago on stage.  

Students already have a highly articulate understand and ability to write a 25-marker question using the IDEA structure.
	Some students will have a broader understanding of the musical theatre and tap dance styles which are seen in the movement content of Singin’ In The Rain. 

Some students will have a broader knowledge on Singin’ In The Rain after watching it live on stage or on through of media outlets and some may have experience performing Singin’ In The Rain on stage.  
	Students have prior knowledge of how to analyse an exam question and are able to answer 25-marker question on critically analysing a professional work which was explored in the year 12 Rooster and Rambert unit. 

Students have prior knowledge on his work Singin’ In The Rain from half term 1 of this unit in order to compare it to other professional works Gene Kelly choreographed.

	Students are able to compare the different sections through similarities and differences to another professional work within the American Jazz Dance style which is studied in rest of this unit. 

Students are able to understand the structure of a underpin 25-marker question in order to build up to a 25-marker question on both Singin’ In The Rain and the developments of the American Jazz Dance style by the end of the unit. 

Some students may use the movement for their solo performance of specified practitioner which is studied in half term 3, in year 12. 

Students are able to use the knowledge gained in Singin’ In The Rain to discuss how it demonstrates the development of the American Jazz Dance style from 1940-1975 which is explored in half term 3 of this unit.
	Students able to understand how to structure a 25-marker question on Singin’ In The Rain and Gene Kelly at an adequate level. 
Students are able to compare through critically analysing Singin In The Rain and two other professional works choreographed by Gene Kelly. 

Students are able to use the knowledge on professional works (Anchors Aweigh and On The Town, and Singin’ In The Rain) in the next topic within the unit to explore how they demonstrate the developments of the American Jazz Dance style from 1940-1975.

	Students will carry out a written assessment towards the end of the half term (week 6/7) on the knowledge gained on how the American Jazz dance style developed from 1940-1975. 
 
Assessment will be based on long answer questions which includes 25 marker questions only.  
 
Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 25-marker question. 
 
After teacher assessment reteach will occur in half term 2 (week 1) on:  
· How to answer long answer questions – 25 marker questions based on the developments of the American Jazz Dance Style.  
· How the historical, social, cultural, and political factors impacted on the developments of the American Jazz Dance style between 1940-1975. 
  
Reteach of this topic will be carried out every 4 weeks in every half term of the whole component 2 to embed the knowledge ready for the summative assessment in half term 5. 

	Students will carry out a written assessment in week 6/7 based on the knowledge gained in half terms 1 and how the practitioner Agnes De Mille developed the American Jazz Dance style between 1940-1975. 
Assessment will be based on long answer questions which includes 25 marker questions only.  
 
Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 25-marker question. 

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 7 and half term 3 (week 1) on:  
· How to answer long answer questions – 25 marker questions based on how the named practitioner Agnes De Mille developed the American Jazz Dance style between 1940-1975.

After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 7 and half term 4b (week 1) on:  
· How to answer long answer questions – 25 marker questions based on how the named practitioner Bob Fosse developed the American Jazz Dance style between 1940-1975. 
· How the constituent features in his works show these developments.  

Reteach of this topic will be carried week 4 in half terms 4b-5 to embed the knowledge ready for the summative assessment at the end of half term 5. 

	Students will carry out a written assessment week 5/6 based on the themes and subject matters of Singin’ In The Rain and how the constituent features in the 10 sections are evidence of themes and subject matters.
Assessment will be based on long-answer questions – 25-marker questions. 

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 25-marker question. 
 
After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 6-7 and half term 5 (week 1) on:  
· How to answer long answer questions – 25-marker question based on themes and subject matters of Singin’ In The Rain.   
· How the constituent features show the evidence of this.  
  
Reteach of this topic will be carried out week 4 in half term 5 of the whole component 2 to support the embedding of knowledge for students to carry out the final written paper exam in half term 5. 
  

	Students will carry out a written assessment towards the end of the half term (week 3/4) on the knowledge gained in half terms 1-4 and how the choreographer’s background has influenced Singin’ In The Rain. 
Assessment will be based on long answer questions, a 25-marker question on Gene Kelly’s influences. 

Feedback is given to the students in a CLA format as well as the AQA marking bands for a 25-marker question. 
 
After teacher assessment reteach will occur in week 5 on:  
· How to answer a 25- marker question based on Gene Kelly’s influences. 
· How the constituent features show the choreographer’s influences.
· How other works by Gene Kelly are similar or different to Singin’ In The Rain.  

Students will carry out another written assessment of the whole content of the component. After reteach in week 6 and given feedback by the CLA format and the AQA marking bands for a 25-marker question. 

Students’ carryout summative assessment in week 7 by taking the component 2 written exam.
