	Assessment activities
	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 4 of this half term. This assessment will  check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan. Pupils will write 50 words (10 marks) and it will be presented as 5 bullet points in English. This is in line with the new GCSE.
Following the key piece pupils with receive peer feedback which states What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I). Pupils then practice and correct errors and teachers do a ‘re-teach/feedback’ lesson. Pupils then repeat the speaking. At the end of the half term pupils complete a Listening Assessment which covers content taught so far. As part of the assessment, there will be a dictation task (4 short sentences), in line with the new GCSE. Pupils will hear the sentences three times: the first time as a full 
sentence, the second time in short sections and a final time as a full sentence. The assessment includes everything seen so far (descriptions, personality and relationships) 
Re-teach follows and the pupils re-listen to the most challenging questions and then complete different style tasks such as fill in the gaps and also listen back with access to the transcript so that they can identify key vocabulary that they misunderstood during the assessment. 
	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 3 of this half term. Pupils will complete a translation task into English and some reading questions. The translation will consist of 5 sentences, in line with new GCSE. The assessment goes over family (relationship and descriptions) but also town from this half term. Following this, pupils will do feedback, correct their work and will complete another translation to give them the opportunity to improve their translation skill. 

At the end of the half term pupils complete a Speaking Assessment. They will have 2 photos to describe for 5 marks, as per new GCSE. If only one photo is described, 1 mark is deducted. This is followed by a brief unprepared conversation (20 marks).
Pupils are individually assessed by their teacher who provides a raw mark out of 25 and   What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I). To be able to answer the questions, pupils need to include some knowledge from half term 1 (use of adjectives in French) and half term 2.
	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 4 of the half term. Pupils are assessed on reading skills including translation into English and this assessment covers everything on the Curriculum Plan to date (including vocabulary seen with family and town in previous half terms). The raw score for the translation is out of 10 and consists of 5 sentences as per new GCSE expectations. This is peer assessed and pupils receive a raw mark. 
Pupils then have re-teach on the translation and complete a similar translation to the assessment which is marked by the teacher.  
At the end of the half term pupils complete a 90 word written task covering components curriculum plan so far, there will be 3 bullet points in English – one in present tense, one in past tense and one in future tense. The assessment, despite having a focus on holidays, relies on prior knowledge from this year (friends, relationships, town, activities ‘where you can’ from HT2). Pupils will receive written teacher feedback which show them What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I). They receive a raw mark out of 15 and the paragraph is marked for spelling and grammar errors. Pupils then correct their errors using a green pen and teachers do a re-teach/feedback lesson picking up on common errors and re-teaching to the class. Pupils then complete 2 very similar bullet points as an improvement task. 
	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 4 of the half term. Pupils are assessed on their writing skills whereby they must translate 5 English sentences into French. This covers everything on the curriculum plan to date (synoptic assessment) in order to check pupil’s understanding of key vocabulary seen so far in year 9. The pupils receive a raw mark out of 10 and then have feedback – the key piece is marked by the teacher and corrected in green by the pupils. Pupils then complete a similar translation improvement task using similar structures and a variety of familiar vocabulary. 
At the end of term pupils complete a listening assessment which covers the key components of the module and elements of the curriculum plan so far (synoptic assessment). This listening assessment includes a dictation task (4 short sentences). Pupils receive a raw mark out of 8 and feedback (WWW/EBI) and complete a reteach and follow up of the questions that were least well attempted by the class. This will include that class listening to the transcript again – identifying missing words in the transcript any key vocabulary that was previously not embedded. 
	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 3 of the half term. This is a reassessment of listening skills. Pupils are tested on the new components of the module as well as components on prior modules- this is a way of seeing how much their listening skills have improved since the end of last half term as a result of reteach. They are given a raw mark and do an improvement lessons where they re-listen and work with transcripts to see where they went wrong and how to rectify errors. 
At the end of the half term pupils complete a 90 word written task covering components of the curriculum so far. This is another chance for pupils to try a similar style assessment from HT3 with slightly different contents.  They receive a raw mark out of 15 and the paragraph is marked for spelling and grammar errors. Pupils then correct their errors using a green pen and teachers do a re-teach/feedback lesson picking up on common errors and re-teaching to the class. Pupils then complete 2 very similar bullet points as an improvement task.
	Due to classes changes 3 weeks in HT6, pupils complete an assessment at approximately week 5 of the half term. Pupils are assessed on their writing skills on the Curriculum Plan to date. Pupils are given 5 bullet points in English and pupils receive a raw mark out of 10. This is a great opportunity for teachers to identify weaknesses in their new GCSE classes.

Why this topic is important…

	This topic gives pupils the opportunity to talk about themselves. It recaps high frequency verbs avoir and être which are fundamental to the language and are the building blocks for the past tense. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.

describe themselves (physical/ personality) 

describe someone else

ask questions in French

justify and opinion

describe a positive relationship with a family member/friend

describe a negative relationship with a family member/friend

say what they used to be like 


	In this topic, pupils use high frequency phrases il y a/ il n’y a pas de and key weather structures. They also develop opinions by using comparatives, these structures can then be recycled across topic areas. Pupils use three tenses in this topic (past, near future and present tense) and this grammatical knowledge will be revisited and embedded throughout the year and into Key Stage 4. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.

say where they prefer to live
locate 3 French cities (N/S/E/W)
describe what their town used to be like in the past
talk about future leisure activities that they plan to do in town depending on the weather



 

	In this topic pupils recycle previous structures and further develop opinions and comparatives. Pupils give opinions in the past tense and re-visit key weather phrases.  This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.

	In this topic pupils recycle previous opinions and high frequency structures as well as numbers via the 24- hour clock and the past tense when narrating a school day including opinions in the past. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.

Give opinions on school subjects
Use comparatives to say which subject they prefer and why 
Give details about an average school day including times
Describe school rules
Talk about a past day at school
Give opinions on uniform and give opinion 

	In this topic pupils re-visit jouer/faire and activities.  They re-visit the past tense and are further exposed to the imperfect tense as well as re-capping future plans and weather structures. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.
Pupils will be able to:
Use the verb jouer in a sentence in the present tense
Use the verb faire in a sentence in the present tense
Say what activities they did last weekend with an opinion in the past. 
Say what they used to do using the imperfect tense. 


	In this topic pupils use more opinion phrases and can express themselves regarding music and film genres

They re-visit the past and imperfect tense which can be used across all topic areas and they re-use time phrases in the past and present This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.
