	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Students will already have knowledge of the basic skills, techniques, tactics, and strategies in Badminton alongside any other sports they may participate in outside of sixth form. They should understand decision making and how to maintain performance. 
	Students will already have knowledge of the basic skills, techniques, tactics, and strategies in a range of team sports such as Football, Netball, Basketball, Badminton doubles etc. alongside any other sports they may participate in outside of sixth form. They should understand decision making and how to fulfil own role within a team. 

	Students will all understand the importance of teamwork and leadership skills when participating in outdoor adventurous activity. They will have basic knowledge and understanding of the health and safety requirements. Most students will have participated in climbing or bouldering if an internal Shelley College student. 
	Students will have basic knowledge of the roles and responsibilities of officials through PE lessons and spectatorship in sport. 
	

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)



	Knowledge of skills, techniques and tactics in an individual sport can be transferable to the task 2 team performance particularly if students chose to repeat the same sport e.g., Badminton doubles. This knowledge and skills can enhance their performance over time. Knowledge of the technique and tactics will also allow officials to make fair and accurate decision in task 4. 
	Knowledge of skills, techniques and tactics in a team sport can be transferable to the task 1 individual performance particularly if students chose to repeat the same sport e.g., Badminton singles. This knowledge and skills can enhance their performance over time. Knowledge of the technique and tactics will also allow officials to make fair and accurate decision in task 4. 

	In Unit 2 students will have learnt the health and safety requirements necessary when planning and delivering sports and physical activity sessions. This knowledge is transferable in Unit 18 task 3 as it is the foundation knowledge required for the safe set up and delivery of outdoor adventurous activity. This knowledge will allow students to participate in outdoor adventurous activity in practical lessons and extracurricular. 
	Knowledge of the rules and regulations will enable students to become a more effective performer in Task 1 and 2, practical lessons and extracurricular as they have a thorough understanding of the sport. Officiating will improve students' ability to communicate effectively and make informed decisions as a sports leader. This is transferable across each unit, in higher education and in the workplace.
