	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	Revise how to read, analyse and critically explore the character development, themes and Edwardian context of ‘An Inspector Calls’.
	How to interpret the meaning and the moral message of three of the Power and Conflict anthology poems and to analyse the language, form, themes and structure of each individual poem. Students will also learn how to compare meaning, language, themes and structural features across these poems. 
	How to identify and interpret information and ideas from a range of fiction extracts with greater confidence.

Students will develop ability to communicate clearly, effectively and imaginatively which can be used to support all sustained writing opportunities in both Literature and Language.

It further develops students’ skills in organising information and ideas by developing confidence in their use of structural and grammatical structures to support cohesion and coherence which can be applied to all analytical style writing.

It also serves to further embed students’ technical accuracy which can be used to support learning for all writing tasks in English, across subjects and beyond education.

In addition, this topic will help students to develop the habit of reading widely and often, appreciating the depth and power of the English literary heritage.

	This topic is important as it focuses on a GCSE set text and will be on the GCSE Literature examination. Through studying ‘An Inspector Calls’, students will improve their reading and literature analysis skills which can be applied to a range of other GCSE texts.

In addition, this topic will help students to develop the habit of reading widely and often, appreciating the depth and power of the English literary heritage.

Through studying this topic, students will be able to write accurately, effectively and analytically about their reading, using Standard English.

This will also support students with analysing extracts within the Macbeth and A Christmas Carol exam questions.
