	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Except for a very small proportion of native speakers of French/Italian, pupils have no prior knowledge of Spanish but are encouraged to draw upon links to the knowledge they have of French…

For example:
- adjectival agreements
- gender and number of nouns
- cognates/near-cognates
- verb formation and pattern spotting
	Pupils already have knowledge of key high frequency verbs and how to manipulate them in the present tense

Pupils have knowledge of numbers (which they will have needed to use to tell the time) (Unit 1).

Pupils will know some description adjectives used previously to describe teachers.

Pupils are encouraged to draw links between similar grammar rules (e.g. comparatives) which they have seen before in French
	Pupils have briefly seen some modal verbs and key present tense verbs (hay) which they will frequently use in this topic. (Topic 1 and 2)

Pupils also have a basic understanding of when to use ESTAR and SER (Topic 1)

Pupils are encouraged to draw upon their knowledge of the near future tense in French to help them form this tense in Spanish

	Assessment activities



	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 7 of this term. This is a reading and translation assessment that will check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan

Following the key piece pupils will receive peer feedback which states What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I) for the Speaking and pronunciation part. Teacher marks translation work and gives Spelling and Grammar feedback. Students then use a green pen to correct errors and teachers do a ‘re-teach/feedback’ lesson with an improvement task.

At the end of the term pupils complete an assessment which consists of a Writing task (bullet points in English) and Translation into Spanish (5 sentences) and covers content taught so far. The tasks have been adapted to The feedback lesson consists of students correcting their spelling and grammar mistakes using their books, Sentence Builders and a dictionary. They correct the translation using the board and then a Translation Improvement task follows.

	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 7 of this term. This assessment will check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan. Pupils will  
· answer questions about their family and friends  
· answer questions about their school 
· translate a passage from Spanish into English about the topic of School.

Following the key piece pupils will receive peer feedback which states What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I) for the Reading part. Teacher marks the translation and gives Spelling and Grammar feedback. Students then use a green pen to correct errors and teachers do a ‘re-teach/feedback’ lesson. Pupils then do an improvement task with similar style questions and translation with similar vocabulary.

At the end of the term pupils complete a Reading and Listening Assessment which covers content taught so far. Re-teach follows and the pupils re-listen to the most challenging questions and do different style tasks such as fill in the gaps and listen back to the assessment with access to the transcript so that they can identify key vocabulary that they misunderstood during the assessment.  They work through the reading to identify key words that would have helped them with more tricky questions

	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 7 of this term. This is a Writing assessment where students will write a 90 word piece that will check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan. Pupils will answer questions to:
· describing where you live (bedroom, house, town) 
· content from previous terms
· Using more than one tense.

Following the key piece, pupils will receive teacher feedback with a mark for Content and one for Quality of Language. The feedback will state What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I) as well as Spelling and Grammar corrections. Students then use a green pen to correct their mistakes using their books, Sentence Builders and a dictionary. As a class, we go through how to improve this type of tasks and what is needed to succeed in them – covering all bullet points and grammar structures. Afterwards, an improvement task of 90 words with bullet points on similar topics follows, where students can hopefully implement what they have learnt in the re-teach/feedback part of the lesson.

	Why this topic is important…

	The school topic is a subject which is very relevant to pupils’ current lives and will therefore elicit a variety of opinions from students. Giving justified opinions is vital to being able to communicate effectively in the Target Language (T.L.) This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in giving opinions and this feeds into the GCSE topic that is covered in year 11.
 
	Pupils are exposed to key high frequency verbs which are essential to communicate effectively in later topics. 

Being able to give and understand personal details is important to have a conversation with a native speaker.  This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and help them become fluent in key verbs and structures.
	The home and local area topic gives pupils the opportunity to not only give opinions relating to their personal sphere but also to gain exposure to Spanish-speaking locations. The key grammar points in this topic enable pupils to communicate in three time frames, which is essential for a successful speaker in the T.L. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.
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
