	Assessment activities
	Pupils will complete a key piece at around week 3 of the half term to check the knowledge accrued so far. Pupils complete a translation into Spanish. This is done to gauge their grammatical knowledge as well as vocabulary acquisition. Following the key piece pupils will receive teacher feedback. Work will be marked and pupils will be given a raw mark. Pupils receive and WWW (what went well) and EBI (even better if) feedback. There is then time in lesson for pupils to correct their work and then after re-teach pupils complete an improvement task which is similar to the key piece. 

At the end of the unit pupils will complete a 90 words writing task. This is a GCSE style question, where students will have to write approximately 90 words covering four bullet points. These bullet points cover all tenses and the topic of free time, as well as town which was covered in year 9
Teacher marks the tasks and gives students a raw score out of 15, along WWW (what went well) and EBI (even better if ) feedback and feedback on their spelling, grammar and vocabulary use.
Following the task, students correct their misconceptions in green pen on their assessments, followed by an improvement task with similar bullet points to cover.
	Pupils will complete a key piece approximately around half way through the unit to check reading and translation skills.

Students peer assess the reading questions and use a dictionary to correct any mistakes they may have made. The teacher will mark the translation and give them grammatical feedback.

Students correct the spelling/grammar mistakes and do an improvement task with reading tasks of similar nature and questions on the same topics.

At the end of the unit, Pupils are assessed on a 90 word written task. This is marked by the teacher and a raw score out of 15 is given. Pupils are expected to be able to plan their tasks and use a variety of vocabulary and tenses across the units learnt so far during their time at Shelley, including recall from year 9 units.

Teacher will mark the 90 words and give students a score out of 15, hopefully showing improvement from the first Unit – which was started in June of the previous school year.
Teacher gives students a WWW (What Went Well) and EBI (Even Better IF) feedback, as well as feedback on their spelling, grammar and vocabulary use.
Following the task, students will correct their misconceptions in green pen, followed by an improvement task with similar bulletpoints to cover.
	[bookmark: _Hlk127878607]Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 4 of this term. This is a reading assessment that will check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan. Pupils will do a variety of reading tasks, which will check:
· Understanding of key vocabulary
· Being able to identify key vocabulary to answer questions accurately
· Re-call of vocabulary from previous topics
· Vocabulary and grammatical structures related to free time.

Following the key piece pupils will do reflection feedback which states What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.I). Students then use a green pen to correct errors and teachers do a ‘re-teach/feedback’ lesson. Pupils then do an improvement task with similar style sentences and create a list of key words and vocabulary that would have helped them achieve a higher mark.

At the end of the unit pupils complete a 150 words written task as an Assessment, which covers content taught so far in the curriculum. Re-teach follows and the pupils correct their work using a green pen. They then work through a similar task as an improvement task with similar grammatical structures and vocabulary.

	Pupils will complete a key piece approximately around half way through the unit to check speaking skills. This is a speaking photocard as per the speaking GCSE exam. Pupils will use the picture describing skill that has been reinforced and revisited throughout their time at Shelley (since HT2 in year 9). This is an opportunity to see progress from earlier on in the academic year.

At the end of the unit, higher tier pupils are assessed on their first 150 word written task. This is marked by the teacher and a raw score out of 32 is given. Foundation pupils get assessed on the 90 word task. They get a raw score out of 16. These 2 tasks are the most challenging ones on the writing paper for each tier so it is important to go over it before the mocks, and teach it for higher tier pupils so they can improve following feedback and progress can be made before mock exams.
	Pupils complete a key piece at approximately week 4 of this term. This assessment will check knowledge taught so far in the curriculum plan. This is a translation into Spanish, which will check:
· Understanding and translation of key vocabulary
· Being able to identify three different time frames.
· Being able to conjugate the verbs appropriately in three time frames
· Grammatical knowledge such as adjectival agreement.
This assessment is done now to gauge progress since the beginning of the course.
Following the key piece pupils will receive teacher feedback which states What Went Well (W.W.W) and Even Better If (E.B.IStudents then use a green pen to correct errors and teachers do a ‘re-teach/feedback’ lesson. Pupils then do an improvement task with similar style sentences and vocabulary from both current and previous topics.

At the end of the term pupils complete a Listening Assessment which covers content taught so far in the curriculum. Re-teach follows and the pupils correct their work using the transcript and make a list of key words and vocabulary that would have helped. They then work through a similar task as an improvement task.

These skills are covered at this point so students have had a chance to use their skills in a cumulative assessment before completing mock exams during Half Term 6

	Notes
 
Why this topic is important…

	This topic is important because it encourages pupils to give a range of justified opinions on a topic which is very relevant to their daily lives.

They have the opportunity to re-use high frequency verbs (which will be vital for later topics) in different tenses and therefore allow them to become more proficient at communicating in different time frames. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.

This topic also provides an excellent opportunity for students to become more exposed to culturally authentic material and to develop their own interests in music, TV and cinema in the T.L.



	 This topic is important as it enables students to understand and provide opinions relating to where they live – which would be useful in conversation with a native speaker. 

It also provides an excellent opportunity for students to practise comparing situations in three time frames. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.




	This topic is important because it provides students the opportunity to discuss a vital part of their daily lives and to access higher level structures by giving comparisons and analysing both positive and negative viewpoints. This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.

	This topic is important because it enables students to learn about a variety of customs and traditions in the Spanish-speaking world. They are encouraged to draw comparisons and articulate differences between customs in their own country to that of another Hispanic place. Learning more about other customs and traditions in turn promotes tolerance and respect for others.

This topic also provides an excellent opportunity for students to become more exposed to culturally authentic material

	This topic is important as it provides not only an excellent starting point for a conversation with a native speaker but it also gives students opportunities to prepare for practical, real-life situations they may encounter when visiting Spain or a Spanish-speaking country (e.g. booking a holiday or restaurant in Spanish) 
This will support pupils’ future learning in future topics and make them better at becoming more fluent in using a variety of language and higher level/ high frequency structures.
