	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	Fundamental beliefs and teachings within the religion of Islam. 

	The actions and practices of Muslims and there purpose

	Divergent religious beliefs and teachings towards issues surrounding marriage and the family. 

Non-religious attitudes to issues surrounding marriage and the family and their comparison to Christian/Muslim beliefs.

	What Golden Knowledge will pupils learn and remember?



	Students understand the nature, history and purpose of the six beliefs of faith in Sunni Islam. In order to analyse the importance of these beliefs for Sunni Muslims today. 
 
Students understand the nature, history and purpose of the Five roots of ‘Usul ad-Din. In order to analyse the importance of these beliefs for Shi’a Muslims today. 
 
Students will know and understand the characteristics of Allah and how these characteristics are shown in the Qur’an. In order to assess and analyse why the characteristics of Allah are important for Muslims. 
 
Students will know and understand the nature and importance of prophethood for Muslims, in order to assess and analyse what the roles of prophets teach Muslims. 
 
Students will know and understand the nature, history, significance and purpose of Muslim holy books. In order to assess and analyse the importance of the Muslim holy books for different Muslim groups today. 
 
Students will know and understand the nature and importance of angels for Muslims and how angels are shown in the Qur’an. In order to assess and analyse the importance of angels for Muslims today. 
 
Students will know and understand the nature and importance of predestination (al-Qadr) for Muslims and how al-Qadr and human freedom relates to the Day of Judgement. In order to analyse and assess the implications of belief in al-Qadr for Sunni and Shi'a Muslims today. 
 
Students will know and understand Muslim teachings about life after death (Akhirah) and how Akhirah is shown in the Qur’an. In order to assess and analyse how Muslim teachings about life after death affect the life of a Muslim and to compare and contrast beliefs in the afterlife and their significance with Christianity.

R2R component – low stakes quizzing of Islam beliefs  

	Students have knowledge of the names, meanings and effects of the five pillars in order to understand their importance in contemporary Muslim life

Students will study each of the five pillars in detail with an understanding of the impact of each pillar built into their study

The origins of each pillar will be discussed with students making connections to stories and beliefs delivered in the teachings unit

Students will compare the five pillars to the ten obligatory acts to further their understanding of how Sunni and Shia Muslims differ and how they relate in their practice of faith

R2R component – low stakes quizzing of Islam beliefs and practices interleaved 
	Students understand Christian beliefs about God’s nature and the Trinity in order to understand how Christians view their God and how his nature is demonstrated in the World. 
 
Students understand Christian teachings on the life, death, resurrection and ascension of Jesus Christ so that they are able to understand his importance for Christianity and the significance of these events on a Christian’s daily life. 
 
Students can explore Christian teachings about the Afterlife, including Heaven, Hell and Purgatory in order to understand Christian beliefs about who ‘goes’ to these locations after death and why. 
 
Students can evaluate Christian beliefs about Salvation in order to compare the different beliefs in how to achieve Salvation. 
 
Students can evaluate key Christian scripture (e.g. The Bible) and use this to justify Christian beliefs.

R2R component – low stakes quizzing of Islam beliefs and practices and Christian beliefs  interleaved
	Students have knowledge of the names, meanings and effects of the seven sacraments in order to understand their importance in contemporary Christian life, with a specific focus on baptism and communion

Students explore the different types of prayer in order to understand their significance and use for Christians in varying situations.

Students have knowledge of different forms of worship and their significance in order to understand their importance in contemporary Christian life.

Students have knowledge of the role and importance of pilgrimage and celebrations including two contrasting examples of Christian pilgrimage, and the celebrations of Christmas and Easter, including their importance for Christians in Great Britain today

Students have knowledge of the role of the Church in the local community, including food banks and street pastors in order to evaluate the impact belief has on these organisations

Students explore the place of mission, evangelism and Church growth in order to understand how the Great Commision is carried out in practice

Students explore the importance of the worldwide Church including working for reconciliation, how Christian churches respond to persecution, and the work of one of the following: Catholic Agency For Overseas Development (CAFOD), Christian Aid, Tearfund.

R2R component – low stakes quizzing of Islam beliefs and practices and Christian beliefs and practices  interleaved
	Students will know and understand the significance and purpose of marriage for Christians. In order to assess and analyse the Christian responses to different attitudes towards the importance of marriage in society. 

Students will understand divergent Christian views about sexual relationships outside marriage and homosexuality. In order to assess and analyse the Christian responses to different attitudes to sexual relationships. 

Students will know and understand Christian teachings about the nature and purpose of the family. So as to assess and analyse divergent Christian responses to the different types of families in the 21st century. 

Students will know and understand how and why the local parish supports the family. In order to assess and analyse the importance of this support for Christian families today. 

Students will learn and understand divergent 
Christian attitudes about contraception and family planning, including teachings 
about the artificial methods of contraception by some Protestant Churches and the 
Catholic Church. In order to compare and contrast these to non-religious perspectives and ethical theories such as Situation Ethics. 

Students will learn and understand divergent Christian beliefs towards divorce and re-marriage. In order to compare and contrast these to non-religious perspectives and ethical theories such as Situation Ethics. 

Students will understand Christian 
teachings and attitudes about the role of men and women in the family. In order to apply divergent Christian attitudes about the equality and role of men and women in the family and Christian responses to them. 

Students will understand Christian opposition 
to gender prejudice and discrimination. In order to analyse divergent Christian attitudes to gender differences, including the role of women in the Church, prejudice and discrimination and Christian responses to them.

Students will explore the fundamental beliefs held by Christians, including different beliefs held by Protestants and Roman Catholics. This topic provides the opportunity to address moral issues such as the use of contraception, divorce, attitudes to homosexuality and the role of women. Care is taken to address the UK law and make links to British Values where relevant.

Students will understand Ethical theories such as Situation Ethics and be able to apply this theory to moral issues both in this unit and beyond.   

Students will learn to reflect on and develop their own values, beliefs and attitudes in the light of what they have learnt and will contribute to their preparation for adult life in a pluralistic society and global community.
