	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	Divergent religious beliefs and teachings towards issues surrounding marriage and the family. 

Non-religious attitudes to issues surrounding marriage and the family and their comparison to Christian/Muslim beliefs.
	Beliefs surrounding key moral concepts and the impact of religious belief on these concepts
	Beliefs surrounding crime, and the punishment of criminals including the impact of religious belief on these beliefs

	Beliefs surrounding individuals human rights and the impact of religious belief on these. 


	What Golden Knowledge will pupils learn and remember?




	Students will know and understand the significance and purpose of marriage for Christians. In order to assess and analyse the Christian responses to different attitudes towards the importance of marriage in society. 

Students will understand divergent Christian views about sexual relationships outside marriage and homosexuality. In order to assess and analyse the Christian responses to different attitudes to sexual relationships. 

Students will know and understand Christian teachings about the nature and purpose of the family. So as to assess and analyse divergent Christian responses to the different types of families in the 21st century. 

Students will know and understand how and why the local parish supports the family. In order to assess and analyse the importance of this support for Christian families today. 

Students will learn and understand divergent 
Christian attitudes about contraception and family planning, including teachings 
about the artificial methods of contraception by some Protestant Churches and the 
Catholic Church. In order to compare and contrast these to non-religious perspectives and ethical theories such as Situation Ethics. 

Students will learn and understand divergent Christian beliefs towards divorce and re-marriage. In order to compare and contrast these to non-religious perspectives and ethical theories such as Situation Ethics. 

Students will understand Christian 
teachings and attitudes about the role of men and women in the family. In order to apply divergent Christian attitudes about the equality and role of men and women in the family and Christian responses to them. 

Students will understand Christian opposition 
to gender prejudice and discrimination. In order to analyse divergent Christian attitudes to gender differences, including the role of women in the Church, prejudice and discrimination and Christian responses to them.

R2R component – low stakes quizzing of all Islam and Christianity with theme A interleaved 

	Students have knowledge of scientific and religious beliefs surrounding the origins of the universe in order to evaluate the importance and impact of these beliefs

Students use their knowledge of the universe to explain various religious beliefs surrounding the value of the world and the duty of human beings to protect it – including the impact of the use and abuse of animals and the environment

Students will be able to outline a scientific theory of the origins of life e.g. the theory of evolution and explain the evidence that supports it.


Students will explore the concepts of the sanctity and value of life, and will use these concepts to explore the key topics of abortion and euthanasia including religious and non-religious views surrounding these topics

Students will explore religious and non-religious views surrounding the belief in the afterlife, and the impact of this belief on religious adherents 

R2R component – low stakes quizzing of all Islam and Christianity with theme A and B interleaved 

	Students will explore Christian and Muslim teachings about the nature of justice, in order to explain why justice is important for both. 
 
Students will learn Christian and Muslim teachings and responses to the nature, causes and problem of crime, in order to apply Christian and Muslim teachings about crime. This will support understanding of what action is taken by individuals and groups to end crime.
 
Students will understand Christian and Muslim teachings about the 
nature of good actions, how they are rewarded, and the nature of evil actions in order to link this to punishment in mortal life as well as judgement beyond.
 
Students will understand divergent teachings and attitudes towards the nature and use of punishment. In order to explain teachings on why punishment can be regarded as justice and why punishment might be needed in society. 
 
Students will understand divergent attitudes towards each of the aims of punishment. In order to apply religious teachings about punishment. 
 
Students will learn and understand teachings and responses about the nature and importance of forgiveness. In order to consider why it is important for both victims and criminals. 
 
Students will understand teachings about the treatment of criminals and use this to justify the existence of different types of punishment
 
Students will understand divergent teachings about the nature, purpose and arguments surrounding the use of capital punishment. In order to compare non-religious attitudes towards the use of capital punishment, including the application of ethical theories, such as situation ethics.

R2R component – low stakes quizzing of all Islam and Christianity with theme A, B and E interleaved 

	Students will be able to explain prejudice and discrimination in religion and belief, including the status and treatment within religion of women and homosexuals. 

Students will explore the issues of equality, freedom of religion and belief including freedom of religious expression. 

Students will understand what human rights are and the responsibilities that come with rights, including the responsibility to respect the rights of others. 

Students will understand the concept of social justice. 

Students will explore the issues of Racial prejudice and discrimination. Ethical arguments related to racial discrimination (including positive discrimination), including those based on the ideals of equality and justice.

Students will explore the topic of Wealth, including: 
• the right attitude to wealth 
• the uses of wealth. 
• The responsibilities of wealth, including the duty to tackle poverty and its causes. 

Students will also explore the issues of exploitation of the poor including issues relating to: 
• fair pay 
• excessive interest on loans
• people-trafficking. 
• The responsibilities of those living in poverty to help themselves overcome the difficulties they face. • Charity, including issues related to giving money to the poor.

Why this topic is important…

	This unit of work develops students understanding of the significance and importance of the various beliefs, issues and practices to Christians today.
